PREREQUISITE/ANTIREQUISITE: There is no prerequisite or antirequisite for this course. 
 
COURSE DESCRIPTION:  
This course will introduce students to Greek and Roman civilization, focusing on art, and 
philosophy.  As students examine both literary and archeological evidence, they will also become 
familiar with the cultural and social life of the Greeks and Romans. 
 
LEARNING OUTCOMES: 
On successful completion of this course students will: 

• acquire a knowledge of both political and social history 
• identify both the imagery and subject matter of ancient art 
• critique social norms as a product of time and events
