Course Description

This course will trace some of the major developments in British literature from its oldest texts to
contemporary fiction. Unlike English 1020E and English 1022E, Major British Authors introduces
students to the British tradition in a chronological survey. In works such as the Anglo-Saxon epic
Beowulf, the medieval romance Sir Gawain and the Green Knight, the Renaissance tragedy Macbeth, the
eighteenth-century comedy She Stoops to Conquer, the nineteenth-century lyric “l wandered lonely as a
cloud,” and the twentieth-century novel To the Lighthouse, we will sample the British canon and explore
a variety of genres. We will examine how individual works are of their own time, speaking to the
particular concerns of their day, but also of all time, addressing in their own unique ways issues that are
central to the human experience.

Course Objectives

Major British Authors has a number of goals:

e toincrease students’ knowledge of the development of English literature and textual traditions
across time

e to heighten students’ awareness of texts’ relationships to literary traditions

e to strengthen students’ skills in close reading and literary analysis through regular class
discussion of particular passages and the preparation of formal essays
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e to enhance students’ skills in essay writing by attending to matters of form (such as the
integrating of quotations and the preparing of a list of “Works Cited”), to the establishment of
theses and the development of arguments, and to the handling of secondary sources

e to continue to foster students’ love and appreciation of literature
