COURSE DESCRIPTION: 

This course presents a study of the purposes and historical origins of fantasy, and modern 

developments in fantasy:  alternate worlds, horror or ghost stories, sword and sorcery, and 

heroic romance.

Please note that English 134E AND 172F/G are antirequisites to this course; hence, if you have 

taken English 134E or 172F/G, you cannot receive credit for English 2072F/G.  

 
COURSE OBJECTIVES: 
 Write an essay about a work of literature, containing an effective thesis. 

 Develop further the ability to analyze texts critically, and to formulate and produce an essay 
that has a clear, well-articulated intent, and a logical argument supported by adequate 
evidence from the text(s) under discussion 

 Participate in Learning Cell and Critical Paragraph assignments and class discussions. 

 Organize and present ideas clearly and effectively in assignments.
