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Objectives:
By the end of the course, successful students will be able to:

o Develop an appreciation of George R. R. Martin’s fantasy fiction. Emphasis will be
placed on close reading and interpretative issues and to some extent also on historical
sources.

¢ Hone analytical and critical skills in both oral and written work.

Develop confidence and competence in research practice.

Course Materials

Texts (all required): George R. R. Martin, A Game of Thrones, A Clash of Kings, A Storm of
Swords (first THREE volumes). Buy the large editions in the bookstore since lectures will make
frequent reference to page numbers

Methods of Evaluation

This class meets twice a week. Students should come to lecture prepared to participate in group
discussion: read the assigned portions of the text in advance of class, and always bring the right
text(s) to class.
