Anyone who has a valid reason for not meeting the assignment deadline must give the tutorial leader his/her reason before
the due date and arrange for an extension.

Value of in-class test, tutorial grade, and final examination:

The in-class test on January 17 and the tutorial grade are worth 12% and 10% respectively and the final examination 30%
of the final grade. The tutorial grade will take account of attendance and preparedness as well as frequency and quality of
contributions. You are reminded of the English Department’s policy that a student must pass both the term work and the
final examination to receive credit for a course.

Other matters:

You are responsible for ensuring that you have successfully completed all course prerequisites and that you have not taken
an antirequisite course. Lack of prerequisites may not be used as a basis of appeal. If you are not eligible for a course,
you may be removed from it at any time, and you will receive no adjustment to your fees. These decisions cannot be
appealed.

The principal aims and intended outcomes of English 1022E are: (1) to give students an overview of English literature from
the Middle Ages to the present, with some attention to recent Canadian writers; (2) to introduce students to a variety of
literary genres, historical perspectives, and critical approaches; (3) to permit students to strengthen their writing and research
skills and to apply them to the study of literature; and, last, but by no means least, (4) to enable students to deepen their
interest in and enjoyment of the study and use of English.
