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Antirequisites: English 2236F /G, the former English 2210F/G.
Prerequisites: At least 60% in 1.0 of English 1020-1999 or permission of the Department.

Unless you have either the requisites for this course or writtenspecial permission from your
Dean to enroll in it, you may be removed from this course and it will be deleted from your
record. This decision may not be appealed. You will receive no adjustment to your fees in the
event that you are dropped from a course for failing to have the necessary prerequisites. Itis
students’ responsibility to ensure that they have the proper requisites.

COURSE DESCRIPTION

The course will examine a number of “schools” or trends in twentieth-century theory: eg.,
structuralism and deconstruction; psychoanalysis, feminism, and gender theory; cultural and
materialist thinking about art and'media; and postcolonial and critical race.

Most of all, the aim of the course is to challenge our assumptions:about the nature of language
and its relationship to the world, as well as its use in literature; about the subject, the self, the I,
and how identity is formed; about the relations between subjects, the impact upon them of social
and political structures, power; about how literature and art help us think through all of these
and the extent to which they engage in those structures of power or perhaps offer the hope of
resistance to them.

COURSE OBJECTIVES

To acquire knowledge of some key schools of theory in the twentieth century.

To develop the ability to read texts critically, unpacking their assumptions and
presuppositions.

To have the theory we read inform our understanding of literature, media, culture,
politics, and history.

REQUIRED TEXT

The Norton Anthology of Theory & Criticism. 3rd ed. Vincent B. Leitch et al, eds. Available
through the bookstore.
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COURSE CONTENT
