ANTIREQUISITES:
Please note that English 134E AND 171F/G are antirequisites to this course; hence, if you have
taken English 134E or 171F/G, you cannot receive credit for English 2071F/G.

COURSE DESCRIPTION:

The science fiction course explores a selection of science fiction short stories and novels by
focusing on the author’s imaginative recreation of the human world. The course focuses upon
critical science fiction themes such as the creation of artificial intelligence, the reconstruction of
a conventional social and political order, the breakdown of traditional gender definitions, alien
encounters, and explorations of otherness.

COURSE OBJECTIVES:

By the end of the course, successful students will be able to:

-- Think critically about science fiction literature and culture, and understand the historical and
literary contexts of works.

-- Be able to distinguish between periods, movements, and styles of science fiction literature.
-- Write an essay about a work of literature, containing an effective thesis supported by
adequate evidence from the original text and documented following the Modern Language
Association method.

-- Organize and present ideas clearly and effectively.

METHODS OF EVALUATION:

-- Midterm Essay — (4 pages -- 1000 words) = 20%

-- Essay (5 pages — 1250) = 25%

-- Final Exam = 35%
