The Department of Medicine, Division of Clinical Immunology and Allergy, Schulich School of Medicine & Dentistry, 
at Western University and London Health Sciences Centre and St. Joseph’s Health Care Centre are seeking a  
physician for a full-time clinical academic appointment to Western University.  
 
The Division of Clinical Immunology and Allergy currently has 5 members and is well-recognized and respected 
both nationally and internationally.  The Division’s physicians provide secondary and tertiary general clinical 
immunology and allergy care for the City of London, Southwestern Ontario and beyond.  The Division has a fully 
certified Royal College Subspecialty Training Program in the Department of Medicine.   
 
The successful candidate is expected to have completed training in Clinical Immunology and Allergy.  Applicants 
should be certified, or eligible for certification, in Clinical Immunology and Allergy by the Royal College of 
Physicians and Surgeons of Canada, or equivalent.  Candidates must have an MD, or equivalent, and must be 
eligible for licensure by the College of Physicians & Surgeons of Ontario (CPSO) in the province of Ontario.  The 
successful candidate will hold a limited term academic appointment at the rank of Assistant Professor or Associate 
Professor, or a continuing academic appointment at the rank of Associate Professor or Professor depending on 
qualifications and experience.

The successful candidate will join a busy academic practice within the Clinical Immunology and Allergy with a 
special interest in teaching.
