The successful candidate will also have a commitment to and demonstrated aptitude for 
teaching and will be expected to teach at the undergraduate and graduate levels and to supervise graduate 
trainees as appropriate.  
 
Applicants should be certified, or eligible for certification, in Nephrology by the Royal College of Physicians and 
Surgeons of Canada, or an equivalent body.  Candidates must have an MD, or equivalent, and must be eligible for 
licensure by the College of Physicians & Surgeons of Ontario (CPSO) in the province of Ontario. The successful 
candidate will hold a limited-term academic appointment at the rank of Assistant Professor or Associate 
Professor, or a continuing academic appointment at the rank of Associate Professor or Professor 
depending on qualifications and experience.
