ACADEMIC POSITION – Clinician Teacher  
 

The Department of Medicine, Division of Critical Care, Schulich School of Medicine & Dentistry, at Western 
University and London Health Sciences Centre and St. Joseph’s Health Care Centre are seeking 2 physicians for 
full-time clinical academic appointments.  
 
The Division of Critical Care currently has 24 members and is well-recognized and respected both nationally and 
internationally.  The Division’s physicians provide care to critically ill medical, surgical, transplant and trauma 
patients.  The Division has a fully certified Royal College Subspecialty Training Program in the Department of 
Medicine.  The Division of Critical Care is located on 2 sites – Victoria and University Hospital across 3 critical care 
units. At UH, the Medical/Surgical ICU is a 25 bed general systems ICU and the Cardiac Surgery Recovery Unit 
with 14 beds cares for patients post Cardiac Surgery. UH is the regional hospital for Neurosurgery, Neurology and 
Transplant in addition to multiple medical and surgical services. Victoria Hospital is the Lead Trauma Hospital for 
Southwestern Ontario and the 26 bed Critical Care Trauma Centre provides care for patients with general 
medical/surgical ICU need as well as Trauma, Oncology, Vascular and Thoracic Surgery and 
Obstetrics/Gynecology.  There will also be an opportunity to work with the Critical Care Outreach Team (CCOT).

The successful candidate is expected to have completed training in Critical Care medicine.  Extra training in 
medical education is considered an asset.  Applicants should be certified, or eligible for certification, in Critical Care 
Medicine by the Royal College of Physicians and Surgeons of Canada, or equivalent.  Candidates must have an 
MD, or equivalent, and must be eligible for licensure by the College of Physicians & Surgeons of Ontario (CPSO) in 
the province of Ontario.  The successful candidate will hold a limited term academic appointment at the rank of 
Assistant Professor or Associate Professor, or a continuing academic appointment at the rank of Associate 
Professor or Professor depending on qualifications and experience.  Information about the Department of Medicine

The successful candidate will join a busy academic practice within one or more of our med-surg-trauma ICU, our 
med-surg ICU or our cardiac surgery ICU.  The successful candidate will also have a commitment to and 
demonstrated aptitude for teaching, and will be expected to teach at the undergraduate and graduate levels. The 
candidate will also be expected to take a full role in the clinical activities carried out by the Critical Care 
Program.
