Applicants should be certified, or eligible for certification, by the 
Royal College of Physicians and Surgeons of Canada, or College of Family Physicians of Canada Added Competence 
in Emergency Medicine or equivalent. Candidates must have an MD, or equivalent, and must be eligible for licensure 
in the province of Ontario. The successful candidates will hold a limited-term clinical academic appointment at the 
rank of Assistant Professor.
