The
successful candidate will have proven training and experience in the area of stem cell transplantation
including allogeneic, autologous and haploidentical. Applicants should be certified, or eligible for
certification, in Hematology by the Royal College of Physicians and Surgeons of Canada, or equivalent.
Candidates must have an MD, or equivalent, and must be eligible for licensure in the province of Ontario.
The successful candidate will hold a limited term academic appointment at the rank of Assistant Professor
or Assaociate Professor, or a continuing academic appointment at the rank of Associate Professor or
Professor depending on qualifications and experience.

The successful
candidate will also have a commitment to and demonstrated aptitude for teaching, and will be expected to
teach at the undergraduate and graduate levels and to supervise graduate trainees.
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Consideration of applicants will include an assessment of previous performance, qualifications, including
gualifications which go beyond the requirements for the position, and experience. Compensation for this
position will be commensurate with qualifications and experience and will be primarily composed of fee for
service, alternative funding and payment plan, and academic salary.
