Calendar Course Description:

Students will learn the role of exercise in the management of chronic disease. The focus will be
on understanding the roles exercise plays for individuals with impairment and older adults (i.e.
diagnosis; rehabilitation; improved health). Exercise guidelines will be examined within the
context of Professional Kinesiology and clinical practice.

My Course Description:

Professional Kinesiologists can play a vital role when it comes to the prevention, rehabilitation
and management of many chronic diseases. In this course, students will learn to design safe
and effective exercise programs for the primary and secondary prevention of common aging-
related chronic conditions. Specifically, students will learn how to develop ‘exercise
prescriptions’ for frail clients, as well as older adults living with chronic pain and arthritis,
osteoporosis, joint replacement, and cerebrovascular disease. Students will be exposed to the
many factors influencing exercise prescription in these sub-populations, including physiologic,
psychological, clinical, behavioural, and social factors. The main course objective will be to arm
students with a logical step-by-step approach to exercise prescription in clinical settings. The
course will be lecture based with a focus on real world scenarios. Case-based tests, group
discussion, and clinical case presentation opportunities will facilitate clinical skill development as
well.
