Two Minute Assignment (15%): 
ALL students are required to present a short educational "vignette" to the class in the form of 
“Two People, Two minutes, Two slides". Topics will be assigned to each team, covering some 
area of medicine. Humour is allowed, but the focus must be educational. Each person on the 
team is required to speak. 
 
Each team will have two minutes MAXIMUM to get the point across. This timeline will be 
STRICTLY enforced by the course coordinator! The team will also be able to make use of two 
slides ONLY (text, pictures, etc) to back up the oral presentation.  
 
Be prepared to answer questions on your assigned topic. The purpose of this exercise is to 
learn to give a succinct presentation within an allowable timeframe, which is educational and 
interesting. 
 
A copy of your slides needs to be forwarded to the TA the week prior to your presentations.

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• for exams scheduled by the Office of the Registrar (e.g., December and April exams) 

• absence of a duration greater than 48 hours,  

• assessments worth more than 30% of the student’s final grade,  

• if a student has already used the self-reporting portal twice during the academic year  

If the conditions for a Self-Reported Absence are not met, students will need to provide a 

Student Medical Certificate if the absence is medical, or provide appropriate documentation if 

there are compassionate grounds for the absence in question. Students are encouraged to 

contact their Faculty academic counselling office to obtain more information about the relevant 

documentation. 

 

Students should also note that individual instructors are not permitted to receive documentation 
directly from a student, whether in support of an application for consideration on medical grounds, or 
for other reasons. All documentation required for absences that are not covered by the Self-
Reported Absence Policy must be submitted to the Academic Counselling office of a 
student's Home Faculty.

Religious Accommodation 

Students should consult the University's list of recognized religious holidays, and should give 
reasonable notice in writing, prior to the holiday, to the Instructor and an Academic Counsellor if 
their course requirements will be affected by a religious observance.

7. Examination Conflicts: A student with examinations having flexible submission times (e.g., 
where one or more examination is a take-home examination) cannot request alternative 
arrangements unless a conflict cannot be avoided by rescheduling writing the exam to a different 
time within the window specified by the instructor. This applies to direct conflicts as well as “heavy 
load” conflicts (e.g., three exams within a 23-hour period). The student should discuss any concerns 
about a potential conflict and/or request accommodation with their academic counselling unit prior to 
the deadline to drop a course without academic penalty 
 
In the case of online examinations, an “Examination Conflict Room,” which may be assigned when a 
student is scheduled to write two proctored exams concurrently, will be interpreted as arrangements 
for continuous proctoring. 
 
8. Grades: Where possible assignment objectives and rubrics will be posted on OWL. Should you 
have a concern regarding the grade you received for an assignment or feel that it is unfair in any 
way, you must wait 24 hours from the receipt of the assignment to approach the instructor or TA. In 
doing so, please make an appointment and prepare in writing, with evidence, why you feel your 
grade is inappropriate. Please be aware that in requesting a grade reassessment, your grade could 
go up/down/or stay the same. Note that calculations errors (which do occur!) should be brought to 
my attention immediately.

The edges of this 
course are clear and sharp. The mark attained is the mark you achieved and the mark assigned; 
there is no rounding to the next grade level, or ‘giving away’ of marks. Please don’t ask me to do this 
for you; the response will be “please review the course outline where this is presented”. 
 
9. Contingency Plan for an In-Person Class Pivoting to 100% Online Learning:   In the event 
of a COVID-19 resurgence during the course that necessitates the course delivery moving away 
from face-to-face interaction, all remaining course content will be delivered entirely online, either 
synchronously (i.e., at the times indicated in the timetable) or asynchronously (e.g., posted on OWL 
for students to view at their convenience). The grading scheme will not change. Any remaining 
assessments will also be conducted online as determined by the course instructor

• unless invited by your instructor, do not share your screen in the meeting 

The course instructor will act as moderator for the class and will deal with any questions from 
participants.  To participate please consider the following: 

• if you wish to speak, use the “raise hand” function and wait for the instructor to acknowledge 
you before beginning your comment or question 

• remember to unmute your microphone and turn on your video camera before speaking 

• self-identify when speaking. 

• remember to mute your mic and turn off your video camera after speaking (unless directed
