Calendar Course Description (including prerequisites/anti-requisites):

The purpose of this course is to provide students with the knowledge of
conduction/interpretation of assessment results, various coaching techniques, and evidence-
based programming.

Pre or Corequisites
Prerequisite(s): Kinesiology 2230A/B, Kinesiology 2992A/B/Y each with a minimum grade of
60% and proof of recent certification in First Aid and CPR.

You are responsible for ensuring that you have successfully completed all course pre-requisites,
and that you have not taken an anti-requisite course.

Statement on Prerequisite Checking

Unless you have either the requisites for this course or written special permission from your
Dean to enroll in it, you may be removed from this course and it will be deleted from your
record.

My Course Description

Lectures will explore

e Exercise prescription parameters for a multitude of performance variables

¢ A general analysis of the physiological processes that effect high performance

¢ Analysis/interpretation of assessment data and how to apply that information to a training
program.

¢ Modification of workouts to accommodate athletes with common injuries and the ability to
continue to train (strength/cardio) in the process of returning to competition

e Certain lectures will be used as lab tutorial for the subsequent week.
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Labs will explore;

e a variety of fithess assessments utiized in high performance settings,
analysis/interpretation of assessment data and how to apply that information to a training
program.

e Lab hours will also be allocated to participating in 2 training sessions with varsity teams
(these training sessions will occur outside of your scheduled lab times).

4. Collect, interpret, and implement data from assessment protocols into a variety of training

programs.

Evaluate the strength and limitations of various scientific approaches used to assess

exercise responses.

Perform general needs analyses for sport and specific positions within sport.

Generate a yearly training plan for athletes

Evaluate the scientific evidence regarding certain topics relevant to the course content.

Determine and apply appropriate coaching techniques based on individual athlete and

team/sport requirements.

Personal Fitness Analysis:

The personal fitness analysis is due March 22. Students are required to perform ALL
assessments as a testing subject (unless an accommodation has been received). Student
participation will be tracked in every lab (excluding practice weeks) and count towards the
personal fitness analysis mark. Missed assessments (unless an accommodation has been
received) will result in a loss of marks.

Missed Midterm/Practical/Final Exam Policy:

A missed examination, without appropriate documentation will result in a zero (0) grade.
Acceptable reasons might include hospital stays, serious illness, family emergencies (like serious
accidents, illness or death) or similar circumstances. Exams will not be re-weighted and must be
completed. All missed exams will be done on the common exam make-up date set by the School
of Kinesiology.

Missed Lab Policy:

Students who miss a lab are unable to attend alternate lab times and must simply get caught up
on the material they missed (during practice or open lab times). Missing a lab does not excuse
you from missing an assignment deadline (unless the deadline is included in the accommodation).
The laboratories within this course are designed to provide our students with the opportunity to
apply concepts discussed in lecture. It is essential that all students enrolled in this course attend



and engage in laboratory content, in real time. Those who miss more than 2 laboratories without
approved academic consideration/accommodation, will be debarred from writing the final
examination and will receive an F for this course on their transcript.

Missed Assignment Policy:

Assignments are due as stated in the course syllabus and will not be accepted late, except under
medical or other compassionate circumstances.

Academic Consideration

The University recognizes that a student’s ability to meet their academic responsibilities
may, on occasion, be impaired by extenuating circumstances that are medical or
compassionate in nature.

In all cases, students
are advised to consult with the academic counsellors in their home units, at their earliest
opportunity.

Most forms of academic consideration require documentation, and this documentation is
to be submitted to academic counsellors within five (5) business days of their return to
academic responsibilities. Any such documents will be retained in the student’s file, and
will be held in confidence in accordance with the University’s Official Student Record
Information Privacy Policy. Once the petition and supporting documents have been
received and assessed, appropriate academic considerations shall be determined by
academic counseling, in consultation with the student’s instructor(s). Academic
considerations may include extension of deadlines, waiver of attendance requirements
for classes/labs/tutorials, arranging Special Exams or Incompletes, re-weighting course
requirements, or granting late withdrawals without academic penalty. Academic
considerations shall be granted only where the documentation indicates that the onset,
duration and severity of the iliness are such that the student could not reasonably be
expected to complete their academic responsibilities. (Note — it will not be sufficient to
provide documentation indicating simply that the student “was seen for a medical
reason” or “was ill.”).

Whenever possible, students who require academic considerations should provide
notification and documentation in advance of due dates, examinations, etc. Under no
circumstances are students expected to submit rationales for (or documentation of) any
absences, to course instructors. Students are, however, required to follow-up with
course instructors, in a timely fashion, to identify the ways in which the academic
consideration will be implemented.

Examination Conflicts

A student completing tests or examinations with flexible submission times (e.g., where
one or more evaluation is a take-home assessment) cannot request alternative
arrangements unless a conflict cannot be avoided by rescheduling writing the exam to a
different time within the window specified by the instructor. This applies to direct conflicts
as well as “heavy load” conflicts (e.g., three exams within a 23-hour period). The student
should discuss any concerns about a potential conflict and/or request academic
considerations with their academic counselling unit prior to the deadline to drop a course
without academic penalty

In the case of online tests and examinations, use of a “Conflict Room,” wherein student
can write two proctored exams concurrently, will be interpreted as arrangements for
continuous proctoring.
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5. Contingency Plan for an In-Person Class Pivoting to 100% Online Learning

In the event of a situation that requires this course to pivot to online content delivery, all
remaining course content will be delivered entirely online, either synchronously (i.e., at the times
indicated in the timetable) or asynchronously (e.g., posted on OWL for students to view at their
convenience). The grading scheme will not change. Any remaining assessments will also be
conducted online as determined by the course instructor

Note that disruptive behaviour of any type during online classes, including inappropriate use of
the chat function, is unacceptable.

Rounding of Grades (for example, bumping a 79 to 80%):

This is a practice some students request. The final grade documented is the grade that
you have achieved. There is no rounding to the next grade level, or ‘giving away’ of
marks. Please don’t ask me to do this for you; the response will be “please review the
course outline where this is presented”.

Appealing a Grade Within this Course

You have the right to appeal any grade within this course. The grounds for a grade
appeal may be one or more of: medical or compassionate circumstances, extenuating
circumstances beyond the student’s control, bias, inaccuracy, or unfairness. All grounds
advanced in a request for relief must be supported by a clear and detailed explanation of
the reasons for the request together with all supporting documentation.

Appeals generally proceed in this order:
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1. Course instructor (informal consultation)
2. Department Chair (submission of written request)
3. The Dean of the Faculty (submission of written request)

In the case of perceived procedural unfairness, steps 2 and 3 are carried out within the
Department and Faculty offering the course. In the case of extenuating medical or
compassionate circumstances that impact on a grade, steps 2 and 3 are carried out within
a student’'s Home Department and Faculty.

A request for relief against a mark or grade must be initiated with the instructor as soon as
possible after the mark is issued. In the event that the instructor is not available to the
student, or fails to act, or if the matter is not resolved satisfactorily with the instructor, a
written request for relief must be submitted to the Chair of the Department within three
weeks of the date that the mark was issued. In the case of a final grade in a course, the
written request for relief must be submitted to the Chair of the department by January 31
(for first-term half courses) or June 30" (for second-term half courses or full-year courses
