FILM 2230F-001 Critical Reading & Writing in Film

Course Description
This course will build on skills and knowledge acquired in Film 1022 to engage students in the critical
practices involved in reading various genres of writing in Film Studies. In addition to writing film reviews,

students will learn research skills that prepare them for writing critical essays on cinema.

Since this is a reading and writing intensive class, it is strongly suggested that students purchase their
own printer if they don’t own one already. Professional reading (including making annotations) but also

editing your own work can only be learned on paper. Every text is also a physical object.

The short, weekly writing exercises are due before the Wednesday class (2pm) on OWL and as a hard-

copy in class (submitted at the beginning of the class to the instructor). Although they are short, it is
recommended to not start working on the weekly writing assignments last minute because you want to

have time for creative brainstorming, reflection, and editing.



Note: Writing Assignments handed in late without prior approval will be penalized 3% per day. You
must request an extension through the Dean’s office before the due date, and extensions will be given
at my discretion. Do not contact me about extensions before contacting your academic adviser! Keep a
copy of your essay! In addition, essays must also be uploaded to OWL. An essay wholly or partly
plagiarized will receive a mark of 0 and may not be rewritten—other penalties as detailed in the English
Department’s Regulations for Students will apply. Familiarize yourself with this document. Attendance
will be taken at every class meeting, and three or more absences will be reflected in your attendance
mark. Please note that this mark is for both attendance and participation, and thus simply showing up
for class is not sufficient. You are expected to participate in class discussions and be prepaired to
discuss the readings. You should take notes and make annotations when reading the course material,
especially the academic essays. Writing can only be learned through close reading. The screenings are

necessary for success in the class. You should take notes, either during or shortly after watching the film.

Screenings: You are supposed to watch films before class, even if the films can be accessed in an
asynchronous manner. The films can be screened through Kanopy, Criterion on Demand, Audio Ciné
Films or McIntyre Media/other platforms. The first three platforms can be accessed through the Weldon
library catalogue (https://www.lib.uwo.ca/ > Research Tools > databases). Links for films available
through Mcintyre Media/other platforms will be posted to the class individually on OWL, the UWO

online learning platform. For each weekly screening, there is a source listed on the syllabus.

General Course Objectives and Grading Criteria for Written Assignments

Information for Students:

I. General Course Objectives:

Understanding, capacity for argument, judgment and analysis will be fostered by essays, presentations and other
assignments, and by in-class small-group and whole-class discussion. Communication skills will be imparted
through in-class discussion and credit will be given for frequency and quality of contributions. Essays and other
written assignments are marked in accordance with the grading criteria listed below and include benchmarks for
the expectations associated with each grade. Awareness of the limits of knowledge will be enhanced by exploring
the legitimate differences of opinion and methodology within the field, and by requiring students to negotiate the
formulation of their own opinions in-class with the terms and knowledge brought to discussions by other students




and the instructor. The ability to argue and decide on complex issues will be fostered by essays and in-class
discussion. Time management skills will be fostered by the need to prepare properly for class and to deliver
assignments in a timely manner. Academic responsibility will be developed by the need to source assignments
accurately.

1. Specific course objectives:

Course Aims

This course has been designed to facilitate the development of writing and communication skills for Film Studies
students. In addition to teaching students the fundamentals of grammar and style, it is intended to expand on Film
1022’s introduction to the different genres and critical methodologies of film writing, to considerations of audience
and tone, and to the development of analytical and research skills.

Learning Outcomes

By the end of the course, successful students will have developed their ability to analyze texts critically and to
formulate and produce essays which have effective theses with clear, well-articulated intents and logical
arguments supported by adequate evidence from the texts under discussion. Students will have gained skills in
researching, in engaging critically with scholarly literature, and in incorporating the results of this research into
their essays and other assignments in which they can articulate their own positions within ongoing academic
conversations. Students will also have developed further their written communication skills in the clear and
organized presentation of an argument/hypothesis within the prescribed word limits of the research essays and
other assignments.

Academic Consideration for Student Absence
Students will have up to two (2) opportunities during the regular academic year to use an on-line portal to self-
report an absence during the term, provided the following conditions are met: the absence is no more than 48
hours in duration, and the assessment for which consideration is being sought is worth 30% or less of the student’s
final grade. Students are expected to contact their instructors within 24 hours of the end of the period of the self-
reported absence, unless noted on the syllabus. Students are not able to use the self-reporting option in the
following circumstances:

e for exams scheduled by the Office of the Registrar (e.g., December and April exams)

e absence of a duration greater than 48 hours,

e assessments worth more than 30% of the student’s final grade,

e if astudent has already used the self-reporting portal twice during the academic year
If the conditions for a Self-Reported Absence are not met, students will need to provide a Student Medical
Certificate if the absence is medical, or provide appropriate documentation if there are compassionate grounds for
the absence in question. Students are encouraged to contact their Faculty academic counselling office to obtain
more information about the relevant documentation.
Students should also note that individual instructors are not permitted to receive documentation directly from a
student, whether in support of an application for consideration on medical grounds, or for other reasons. All
documentation required for absences that are not covered by the Self-Reported Absence Policy must be submitted
to the Academic Counselling office of a student's Home Faculty.

All required papers may be subject to submission for textual similarity review to the commercial plagiarism
detection software under license to the University for the detection of plagiarism. All papers submitted for such
checking will be included as source documents in the reference database for the purpose of detecting plagiarism of
papers subsequently submitted to the system. Use of the service is subject to the licensing agreement, currently
between The University of Western Ontario and Turnitin.com http://www.turnitin.com.

All instances of plagiarism will be reported to the Chair of Undergraduate Studies. Proven cases of plagiarism will
result in a grade of zero for the assignment. Subsequent offences will result in failure for the course.

GRADING CRITERIA
A+ (90-100)
Argument: Clear development of a specific, challenging and original thesis. The writer has taken significant risks
successfully; in the resulting piece, distinctive ideas and content have discovered their necessary distinctive form.
Detailed reference to appropriate texts, with evidence of individual response. Ability not only to expound subject
but to see it around—subtleties and ambiguities, qualifications and concessions, relations to other subjects, etc.

‘Presentation, structure: Quotations well integrated into text. Proper paragraphs. Almost no typographical errors.

-Language Skills: Sentence structure correct, with full range of sentence types (compound, complex, and
compound-complex), with full range of punctuation (including semicolons, colons, dashes, parentheses). Graceful
style, neither pompous nor breezy, and few errors.

-Research/scholarship: Evidence of effective, extensive and independent research, with proper documentation of
sources. Quotations used appropriately and purposively.

A (80 to 89)

-Argument: The writer has taken risks and most of them succeed. Clear development of a specific and challenging
thesis, with proper paragraphs. Detailed reference to appropriate texts, with evidence of individual response.
Ability not only to expound subject but to see it around—subtleties and ambiguities, qualifications and concessions,
relations to other subjects, etc.

-Presentation, structure: Quotations well integrated into text. Proper paragraphs. Almost no typographical errors.

-Language Skills: Sentence structure correct, with full range of sentence types (compound, complex, and
compound-complex), with full range of punctuation (including semicolons, colons, dashes, parentheses). Graceful
style, neither pompous nor breezy, and few errors

-Research/scholarship: Evidence of effective and independent research, with proper documentation of sources.
Quotations used appropriately and purposively.

B (70 to 79)

-Argument: Clear development of a specific thesis, with proper paragraphs. Adequately detailed reference to texts.
Ability to expound reasonably sophisticated ideas with clarity.

-Presentation/structure: Quotations well integrated into text. Proper paragraphs. A few typographical errors.

-Language Skills: Sentence structure correct, with reasonable range of sentence types and full range of
punctuation. Style not too wordy, with errors relatively few and minor.
-Research Scholarship: Evidence of adequate research, with proper documentation of sources.

C (60 to 69)

-Argument: Reasonably clear development of a thesis, with proper paragraphs. Basic ability to expound ideas,
whose development might be rather thin. Effort to support points with references to the text. Tendency to replace
analysis with descriptive retelling of plot.

-Presentation/structure: Presentation showing lapses in tidiness and/or proofreading. Poor use of paragraphs.



-Language Skills: Sentence structure correct, but perhaps overly simple, with tendency to avoid punctuation
besides period and comma. Errors relatively few, but occasionally serious, with evident misunderstanding of some
point of elementary grammar (comma splices, fragments, semicolon errors, subject-verb disagreements, poorly
integrated quotations)

-Research/Scholarship: reasonable effort at documentation, but rather thin.
D (50 to 59)
-Argument: Difficulty with paragraphing or consecutive thought. Ideas inchoate but clouded by weak expression.

Overgeneralization with inadequate support, or examples that run to lengthy paraphrase, with little or no analysis.

-Presentation/Structure: Very poor to non-existent use of paragraphs. Inadequate and inaccurate documentation.
Multiple typographical errors.

-Language Skills: Errors of grammar or diction frequent enough to interfere with understanding.
-Research/Scholarship: Little serious effort to research the topic.

F (49 and down)

-Argument: Ideas too simple for level of course. Argument completely incoherent. Erroneous content showing little
or no understanding of subject.

-Presentation/Structure: Very sloppy proof-reading. Documentation virtually non-existent.

-Language Skills: writing frequently ungrammatical.

-Research/Scholarship: Non-existent. Content largely “borrowed” from sources with no individual distillation, but
no apparent attempt to deceive.
