Descriptif du seminaire

Méme si le XVII® siecle est réputé pour sa galanterie, sa politesse, et ce que
Norbert Elias a nommé le « processus de civilisation », ce siecle posséde tout de méme
un envers peu ¢tudié mais qui n’est pas moins présent dans les textes de I’époque. Le
lecteur est en effet frappé par la présence de violence verbale, de paroles blessantes ou
tout simplement railleuses dans des textes aussi variés que le Misanthrope de Moliere, la
Mazarinade de Scarron, les Historiettes de Tallemant des Reaux, les Mémoires du
Cardinal de Retz ou la Correspondance de Madame de Sévigné.

A une époque ou I’honneur est une question de vie ou de mort, fondé non pas
seulement sur la naissance mais aussi sur le statut social et le rang qu’occupe une
personne dans son groupe, ou la réputation des hommes et des femmes se fait et se défait
autant sur un mot que sur une action, il est impératif de comprendre comment la valeur
des individus est indissociable de la somme des paroles qui affectent et représentent cet
individu.

En étudiant tour a tour les ceuvres évoquées, ainsi que des extraits de textes issus
de la critique littéraire et des manuels de civilité, de I’histoire et de 1’anthropologie, les
étudiants de ce séminaire seront amenés a s’interroger sur les enjeux de la parole en
société, d’en étudier les rouages et la dynamique spécifique a la société frangaise du
XVII¢ siécle. L’objectif de ce séminaire est aussi de faire réfléchir 1’étudiant quant aux
enjeux de la violence verbale dans la société d’aujourd’hui, notamment dans des
probléemes comme le bullying, le culte de la personnalité, le vedettariat et les médias
sociaux.

Objectifs pédagogiques

7. Ecrire une dissertation structurée autour d’une problématique théorique, étre
capable d’utiliser cette problématique pour comprendre des enjeux modernes,

8. Apprécier I’intérét des textes du pass¢ pour comprendre le présent.

Contréle de lecture : questions de contenu sur les ceuvres a lire, particulierement sur les
personnes dont on parle, leur vie, leurs paroles.

Présentations orales: sur chaque ceuvre au programme, deux étudiants feront une
présentation sur Zoom. L’une portera sur 1’aspect biographique de 1’auteur et des
gens dont il parle, I’autre portera sur 1I’analyse textuelle d’un extrait choisi.

Explication de texte écrite (3 heures, pendant la classe) : a partir d’un extrait choisi par le
professeur parmi les ceuvres au programme, 1’étudiant devra développer une
analyse du texte qui tienne compte des notions vues en classe.

Bibliographie critique : en prévision de la dissertation finale, il s’agira de trouver une
dizaine de titres (articles ou monographies) sur un sujet choisi et de commenter le
contenu et 1’utilité de chaque référence en 1-2 phrases (par exemple en répondant
aux questions : de quoi est-ce que ¢a parle ? comment est-ce utile ?).

Plan de la dissertation (2-3 p.) : plan détaillé contenant la subdivision des parties, les
articulations de 1’argumentation et les principales citations qui seront utilisées.
Dissertation finale (8-10 p.) : sur un sujet et une ceuvre convenus entre le professeur et
I’étudiant, des instructions seront distribuées en classe et sur OWL.
Assiduité : la participation aux discussions sera notée tout au long du semestre.

Instructions for assignment in Owl:

Once you click Submit,
you will no longer be able to access the assignment (e.g., to add more text or
attachments).

You will receive an email message confirming your submission. If you do not receive a
confirmation, check to see if you have successfully submitted the assignment or contact
your Instructor within 24 hours.

Technical difficulty

Technical difficulties are not considered grounds for late or absent submissions.
Technical difficulties include: French keyboard issues, audio, video, lost data, internet
connection, bottlenecks on busy network, etc. Since these do happen, please never wait
to the last moment to complete work online.

If you do not receive an automatic confirmation such as “your work has been submitted
successfully” after submitting an assignment, or if for any reason you are not sure your
work was submitted properly, it is your responsibility to contact the Instructor within 12
hours by email and explain your concern or technical difficulty. You will be requested to
provide documentation (screen capture, date stamp, etc.) proving that the assignment
was completed on time and that you attempted to submit it.

"How to use the raise hand' feature in Zoom on a computer or mobile device
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1. During a meeting, click on the icon labeled "Participants” at the bottom

center of your PC or Mac screen.

2. At the bottom of the window on the right side of the screen (labelled
“Participants”), click the button labeled "Raise Hand."

3. Your digital hand is now raised. Lower it by clicking the same button,
now labeled "Lower Hand."

4. The same method can be used to raise your hand in a Zoom meeting on a
mobile device, simply tap "Raise Hand" at the bottom left corner of the screen.
The hand icon will turn blue and the text below it will switch to say "Lower
Hand" while your hand is raised.

Be aware of the Zoom in-Meeting controls so you know how to mute your

microphone.

If you forget to lower your hand after you've talked/voted, we will lower it for you;
ditto if you forget to mute the microphone — we’ll try to help as well.
