Description générale du cours

Le but de ce cours de premiere année universitaire est de revoir les structures de base de la langue frangaise dans le
but de développer chez les étudiants la capacité de mieux communiquer a l'oral et a I'écrit surtout sur des sujets variés.
Les étudiants approfondiront leurs connaissances des éléments essentiels de la grammaire frangaise et augmenteront
leurs acquis lexicaux et culturels du monde francophone.

Pour les travaux oraux, on mettra un accent particulier sur 'amélioration de I'écoute et compréhension, la production
orale et aurale, et la phonétique corrective. Il aura du matériel relatif au manuel du cours, des chansons, des dictées, et
des séances de conversation en classe.

Objectifs pédagogiques

A la fin de ce cours, I'étudiant(e) sera capable de :
e suivre le discours oral quotidien y compris des questions et directives simples sur des sujets donnés
e participer a des conversations de base sur des sujets personnels
e employer une variété de structures grammaticales de base et parfois complexes
o relier son discours avec des mots d’enchainement assez courants malgré quelques hésitations
o lire et écrire une variété de textes sur des sujets variés relatifs a la vie quotidienne
o faire une présentation orale de 15 minutes sur un théme donné

Rédactions (10%)

Les sujets des quatre rédactions seront donnés en classe. Les rédactions seront évaluées sur le fond et la forme.
Chaque rédaction sera notée sur 20 et vaudra 2.5% de la note finale.

A penalty of 2% per working day will apply to work submitted after the assigned deadline. If you are unable to meet a
deadline for reasons beyond your control, you should discuss the matter with your instructor and be prepared to give
adequate justification (e.g. medical documentation submitted to the Academic Counseling Office of your home Faculty).

Présence et participation (10%)

La présence a ce cours est obligatoire. The success of your learning experience in this course requires that you regularly
attend classes. This is particularly true of language courses emphasizing on the importance of attendance (assiduité)
and participation. For every hour of missed class without justification, you lose 0.50% of your presence and participation
mark (e.g. for a two hour class, 1% will be deducted from the 10%). If you must miss classes for a valid reason, you
should speak with your instructor and provide adequate (written) justification for your absence. It is your responsibility to
ensure that you sign the attendance sheet at each class. Arriving more than ten minutes late or leaving before the class
is dismissed will be considered as an absence if not justified. When repeated, this may also be considered as disruptive
conduct. (See University’s Code of conduct)

Important notices:

1. Laptops, cell phones, and other electronic devices will not be allowed
during class. Should you choose to use any electronics without special
permission, you will lose marks in participation.

2. N.B. All documents that students need to justify their absences to classes, tests,
and exams should be given to their academic councellor in their home Faculty,
(i.e. not their instructors), who will in turn inform instructors.

Tests (40%)

On aura guatre tests fondés sur les parties suivantes : la grammaire, 'étude de texte et/ou le vocabulaire et/ou une
composition de 120 mots. Ces tests porteront sur plusieurs chapitres déja vus. If you miss a test, you will have to provide



written justification from your academic counsellor. However, prior arrangements with your instructor may be accepted.
Chaque test sera noté sur 50 points et vaudra 10% de la note finale.

Travaux oraux (10%)

L’évaluation des travaux oraux se fera sur trois volets : dictées (4) : 4%; présentation orale (1) : 4%; test de
compréhension (1) : 2%.

Examen final (30%)

L’examen final, qui porte sur le matériel de toute 'année, comptera pour 30% de la note finale et aura le format suivant:
grammaire (60%), étude de texte et vocabulaire (10%), composition (30%). If you cannot write the final exam, you will
need to provide written justification from your home Faculty in order to be allowed to write a make-up exam.
