Course description

After a presentation of the very concept of “La Francophonie” (origin, meaning and
institution), there will be readings and discussions on selected cultural and historical,
political and economic topics about Francophone African countries, the Maghreb and the
Antilles. The other main francophone countries are covered in other courses. As a
supplement to the course’s textbook, articles, films, and visual material will be used. The
course will be taught in French.

If the conditions for a Self-Reported Absence are not met, students will need to provide a



Student Medical Certificate if the absence is medical, or provide appropriate documentation if
there are compassionate grounds for the absence in question. Students are encouraged to
contact their Faculty academic counselling office to obtain more information about the relevant
documentation.

Students should also note that individual instructors are not permitted to receive
documentation directly from a student, whether in support of an application for consideration
on medical grounds, or for other reasons. All documentation required for absences that are
not covered by the Self-Reported Absence Policy must be submitted to the Academic
Counselling office of a student's Home Faculty.
