Description et objectifs généraux du cours

Ce cours a comme objectif d’améliorer les capacités de 1’étudiant.e en langue frangaise, en mettant I’accent sur des
points de grammaire ciblés, sur la compréhension de 1’écrit et de 1’oral.

Le cours French 2905A, en complémentarité avec le 2906B, s’adresse aux étudiant.e.s ayant déja atteint le niveau
intermédiaire (environ le niveau B1 selon le Cadre Européen Commun de Référence pour les Langues) en francais.
Dans ces deux cours, une importance particuliére est accordée au développement du vocabulaire et a 1’étude de la
grammaire, dans le but d’atteindre un niveau avancé, celui d’un usager B2 selon les critéres du CECLR.

Ces deux cours amenent les étudiant.e.s & développer leurs compétences communicatives en frangais, ainsi que leur
compréhension des formes et des structures de la langue, afin de devenir un usager indépendant, de niveau plus
avance. Le cours 2905A contribue au développement d’un niveau B2 en mettant 1’accent sur la compréhension de
I’écrit et de ’oral, alors que le cours 2906B se concentre sur la production écrite, ainsi que la production et les
interactions orales. Les étudiant-e-s seront amené-e-s :

Deux rédactions de 650 mots environ sur un théme fixé par I’enseignant et inspiré d’un extrait de L ’Etranger.

Des enregistrements audio seront affichés sur OWL : les
étudiants auront 3 jours a chaque semaine pour faire la dictée (du lundi a 8h a mercredi a 23h55), et encore 4 jours a
corriger eux-mémes leur dictée (a partir du corrigé) et pour en remettre une version corrigée (avant dimanche a
23h55), auquel cas ils auront automatiquement les points de participation pour I’exercice : 1% X 10 = 10%
