Description et objectifs généraux du cours

Que relate la littérature contemporaine ? Quelles relations les ceuvres s’attachent-elle a représenter, a véhiculer, a
articuler, a intégrer ? Selon le postulat qui nous intéressera dans ce cours, toute une part de la production littéraire
récente est « relation » (Viart) : elle appelle une lecture, une écoute, presque une participation a 1’écriture. Elle raconte
une enquéte, interroge 1’étre dans son rapport au monde; s’ouvre a I’art; permet la re/création de liens, les récits de vie
ou la relation d’un savoir, qu’elle suspecte parfois. Ce cours vise & donner un apercu sur la littérature contemporaine,
et ce, au moyen d’une étude des relations qui caractérisent un corpus restreint d’écrits publiés en France. Par I’analyse
de ces écrits sur le plan tant thématique que formel et esthétique, les étudiant-e-s seront amené-e-s :
- aréfléchir au statut du récit et a celui de I’auteur, au rapport a la mémoire, a la relation du sujet a d’autres
aires géographiques ou époques, aux formes multiples que prennent les thématiques du « lien »
- aacqueérir une certaine familiarité avec certaines préoccupations socioculturelles et politiques de 1’époque
contemporaine (celles dont témoignent les textes a 1’étude)
- aprésenter leurs lectures de maniére satisfaisante, au moyen de discussions, de rapports, de travaux écrits
