4. Course Description and Design

Prerequisites
Two 0.5 credits from French 2905A/B, French 2906A/B, French 2907A/B (or French 2900) or
permission of the Department based on the Placement Test. (Antirequisite: French 3900)

Description

This course will enable students to improve their written communication skills in French. The
emphasis will be placed on the practical development of writing abilities through in-class
exercises, and a review of the principles of composition, of various rhetorical styles (description,
narration, argumentation, etc.) and of writing mechanics. / L’objectif de ce cours est de permettre
aux étudiants d’améliorer et de perfectionner leur usage de la langue frangaise a I'écrit.

Technical difficulty
