Rédactions (& remettre & travers Turnitin sur OWL)
Deux rédactions de 650 mots environ sur un théme fixé par I’enseignant et inspiré d’un extrait de L ’Etranger.
Tests (sur OWL) (test d’une heure ; temps disponible pour tous : deux heures)
11 s’agit de deux tests, partiels et cumulatifs, a faire en ligne aux dates indiquées. 1ls seront composés de questions
de grammaire et d’une question de composition inspirée de L étranger (Camus).
Dictées (a faire, a presque chaque semaine, sur OWL)
Afin de favoriser la compréhension auditive du francais et pour favoriser I’autocorrection par chacun, les étudiants
feront 10 dictées d’une longueur de quatre/cing phrases. Des enregistrements audio seront affichés sur OWL : les
étudiants auront 3 jours & chaque semaine pour faire la dictée (du lundi a 8h & mercredi a 23h55), et encore 4 jours a
corriger eux-mémes leur dictée (a partir du corrigé) et pour en remettre une version corrigée (avant dimanche a
23h55), auquel cas ils auront automatiquement les points de participation pour I’exercice.
