Description du cours

Ce cours est une initiation a la lecture a haute-voix en francais. Il vise a donner aux étudiants et aux
étudiantes la confiance nécessaire pour qu’ils/elles puissent s’exprimer efficacement a 1’oral. Nous
passerons en revue les bases de la prise de parole opérante, comme la mise en pratique de la ponctuation
en frangais, I’accentuation appropriée des mots, le rythme et I’intentionnalité, pour n’en nommer que
quelques-unes. Nous avons opté pour le genre mise au point par Régis Jauffret appelé Microfictions. 11
s’agit d’un mode d’écriture aux dimensions modestes, toujours une page et demie, qui permet une prise en
charge aisée du texte par les étudiants et les étudiantes. IIs peuvent ainsi s’essayer a la lecture de plusieurs
types d’histoire au cours de la session. Chacun choisira un conte dont il/elle se chargera devant la classe.
L’étudiant/te lira un texte nouveau a chacune de ses interventions notées en classe. Ultimement,
I’¢étudiant/te choisira un texte qu’il/elle présentera devant la classe, dans une lecture performance.

Méthodes d’évaluation

Lecture préparée : I’étudiant lit un court récit (deux pages) assigné par le professeur devant ses
camarades de classe. Chaque étudiant devra se plier quatre fois a cet exercice durant les dix premiéres
semaines du cours. Les étudiants seront divisés en deux groupes pour faciliter I’exercice. L’ordre
alphabétique détermine si 1’étudiant appartient au groupe A ou au groupe B. La section du texte a préparer
sera clairement indiquée sur OWL a chaque semaine, ainsi que les personnes qui devront s’exécuter. Une
note sera attribuée aux lecteurs pour chacune de leur prestation. Les lectures sont notées sur 6.25% pour
un grand total de 25%.

Petit quiz (2 X 10) : Les étudiants disposent de 50 minutes en classe pour répondre au test. Chaque test
comporte 10 questions a court développement (quelques phrases). Les deux tests ont pour but de vérifier
si les étudiants ont bien compris la matiere abordée dans le cours magistral.

Journal de bord : L’étudiant ou I’étudiante revient sur son expérience de lecture publique et sur ce qui lui
faut améliorer de semaine en semaine. Il s’agit d’un outil de travail afin de mesurer le chemin parcouru
depuis la premiére lecture. Le travail est d’environ 3 a 4 pages a interligne double (ou 500 a 600 mots), a
raison d’environ 150 mots par lecture (il y a 4 lectures en classe). Le travail doit comporter une introduction




et une conclusion. Le journal est & remettre a la date indiquée pour votre groupe sur 1’horaire détaillé
disponible sur OWL.

Dossier préparatoire a la performance : Le travail vise a aplanir certains problémes de compréhension
(syntaxiques, lexicaux, etc) en vue de la performance en classe d’un texte sélectionné par 1’étudiant. Le
travail comprendra : un petit résumé du texte (50 a 100 mots), un choix de mots difficiles accompagnés de
leur définition, quelques phrases ou expressions incomprises et pour lesquelles on proposera, en francais,
une bréve traduction. (travail d’environ 250 a 350 mots)

Lecture performance : L’é¢tudiant ou 1’étudiante proposera une lecture bien modulée du texte du texte
choisi a méme le livre Microfictions 2022. 11 s’agit de bien faire ressortir les forces du petit texte, ainsi
que les émotions qui s’y trouvent. Ce n’est en rien du théatre, car il s’agit bien d’une lecture réfléchie et
dramatique.
