Description : Imaginaire de l’eau au XIXe siècle 

 

Cette année le cours propose une réflexion sur l’imaginaire de l’eau au XIXe siècle. Nombreux sont, en 

effet, les écrivain.e.s de cette période qui utilisent les sources d’eau comme décor de leurs œuvres. À 

une époque marquée par les voyages outre-mer, la révolution industrielle, le développement urbain et 

leurs conséquences environnementales telles que la pollution, l’eau devient un thème important abordé 

par les écrivain.e.s de manière réaliste comme allégorique. Que peut nous enseigner cette littérature sur 

l’eau, source de vie, mais aussi source d’inspiration, sur notre modernité? Des paysages de la Seine aux 

traversées de l’Atlantique, du romantisme au symbolisme, nous explorerons les multiples facettes des 

mondes aquatiques de la fiction du XIXe siècle. 

 

Objectifs pédagogiques : 

 

-se familiariser avec la littérature, l’histoire et la culture du XIXe siècle; 

-développer ses connaissances sur la littérature et les écrivain.e.s français du XIXe siècle; 

-apprendre à lire et analyser des textes littéraires de différents genres; 

-développer sa connaissance de théories et de concepts critiques; 

-présenter ses idées à l’oral et à l’écrit; 

-développer son sens critique; 

-développer une problématique de recherche; 

-effectuer des recherches en respectant la propriété intellectuelle et en maintenant une rigueur 

scientifique;
