Description du cours :

Ce cours vise a mettre dans le contexte de leur développement les principaux éléments grammaticaux,
phonétiques, lexicaux et syntaxiques acquis au cours du programme des études francaises de premier
cycle. Il s’agit particulierement d’examiner ces matieres dans leur dimension diachronique. Nous
aborderons les différents états de la langue francaise de fagon chronologique a travers les siecles, a partir
des origines sur I'antique territoire de la Gaule romaine. Nous travaillerons notamment a partir d’un choix
de documents différents (du livre-manuscrit jusqu’au livre imprimé). L'objectif premier de ce cours est de
renforcer et de raffiner les connaissances des étudiant.e.s en matiére de langue frangaise en
approfondissant le contexte historique de son développement continuel.

Objectifs

Les compétences visées correspondent aux niveaux B2 — C2 du Cadre européen commun de référence.
L’étudiant.e sera en mesure de :

1) reconnaitre et comprendre différentes formes du francgais dans leur usage courant (archaismes,
niveaux de style) ;

2) faire usage d’un large répertoire de discours pour s’exprimer de facon appropriée (C1) ;

3) maintenir un haut degré de correction grammaticale (C1) ;

4) acquérir une maitrise élevée du vocabulaire (B2) ;
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5) acquérir une maitrise relativement exacte de I'orthographe (B2) ;

6) présenter a l’écrit une description d’un sujet complexe en soulignant les points importants et les
détails pertinents (B2-C1) ;

7) reconnaitre une gamme étendue d’expressions de différents niveaux et états de la langue en
relevant les changements de registre (C1) ;

8) comprendre et interpréter presque toute forme d’écrit, y compris des textes (littéraires ou non)
abstraits et structurellement complexes ou trés riches en expressions familiéres ou recherchées
(C2).

Description des travaux et évaluations.

« Présence, préparation et participation active » :

Cette composante vaut 10% de la note finale. Elle ne dépend pas seulement de la présence physique en
classe, du début jusqu’a la fin de la séance, mais repose également sur la performance hebdomadaire en
classe, laquelle doit, a I'idéal, refléter une solide préparation de la matiere indiquée pour la semaine dans
le syllabus. A la fin de chaque séance, il y aura un bref exercice écrit que I'étudiant remettra au professeur,
document qui vaudra attestation de présence, de préparation et de participation.

« Travail écrit a domicile » :

Il s"agit d’un travail d’analyse et commentaire, basé sur un échantillon de texte choisi par le professeur,
que I'étudiant.e. préparera a la maison. Des consignes seront distribuées aux étudiant.e.s au deux avant
la date limite. Ce travail se présentera, dans sa forme finale, comme un essai de 5 a 7 pages a l'interligne
1,5 (1200 a 1500 mots).

Date de remise du « Travail a domicile » : jeudi, le 20 mars

« Tests » :

Les deux tests porteront sur la matiere présentée dans le manuel du cours (Huchon) ainsi que sur d’autres
documents indiqués en classe. lls porteront également sur le contenu des documents « Powerpoint » et
les exercices en classe. Le format sera celui de réponses écrites. Chaque test vaut 10% de la note finale du
cours, si bien que, pris ensemble, ils valent 20% du résultat final. En principe, ces tests seront d’'une durée
de 60 minutes et commenceront a 17H00. Les étudiant.e.s seront néanmoins libres a rester jusqu’a la fin
de la séance (18h30, soit 90 minutes).

L'examen partiel portera sur toute la matiere traitée durant les semaines 1 a 5, y compris les lectures
assignées et les matieres présentées en classe. |l adoptera, pour la plupart, le format de réponses écrites
et pourra inclure des échantillons de textes que les étudiant.e.s seront invité.e.s a commenter et a
replacer dans leur contexte d’origine. Il vaut 20 % de la note finale du cours et sera d’une durée de deux
heures.

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Evaluation Scheme for Missed Assessments

When a student misses the Final Exam [if applicable] and their Academic Consideration has been
granted, they will be allowed to write the Special Examination (the name given by the University to a
makeup Final Exam). See the Academic Calendar (Special Examinations), especially for those who miss
multiple final exams within one examination period

When a student misses an In-Class Test or Essay, they will be allowed to schedule a make-up test or
essay with the instructor, provided this make-up assessment takes place within one week (i.e. 7 days,
including weekends) of the original missed assessment.

Deadline with a No-Late-Penalty Period

Should extenuating circumstances arise, students do not need to request Academic Consideration and
they are permitted to submit their assignment (up to 72 hours) past the deadline without a late penalty.
Should students submit their assessment beyond 72 hours past the deadline, a late penalty of 5% per
day will be applied to the assignment or presentation.
