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Description prise du calendrier universitaire

This course focuses on improving pronunciation and enunciation of oral French. Through the
study of oral and written texts from different genres and historical and geographic origins,
students will acquire the ability to understand and interpret written language, and to use
appropriate techniques (rhythm, intonation) to convey meaning orally.
Prérequis: Two 0.5 credits from French 2905A/B, French 2906A/B, French 2907A/B (or
French 2900) or permission of the Department of French Studies based on
the Placement Test.

Description et objectifs du cours

L’objectif principal de ce cours est de fournir aux étudiant.e.s les moyens d’améliorer leur
maitrise du francais par une écoute efficace et la pratique orale des textes ainsi que par une
étude collaborative des registres familiers tant européens que canadiens par la chanson, le
stand-up et les médias sociaux. Durant le semestre, nous lirons a haute voix un roman policier
afin de gagner en confiance et en assurance. Notre méthode passe par ’écoute et '’émulation
de Flor Lurienne, une lectrice et actrice professionnelle francaise, qui narre Uaudiolivre Art et
déceés de Sophie Hénaff.

Le parler francgais actuel sera également une de nos préoccupations. Notre corpus de
médias authentiques se composera du rap, du stand-up et des clips postés sur TikTok et IG
produits dans les pays francophones au cours des deux dernieres années. Ces exercices
permettront aux étudiant.e.s de travailler leur prononciation, leur accent et leur intonation tout
en développant leur vocabulaire. Notre approche favorise 'expansion du lexique, une meilleure
compréhension des registres de langue, Uinterprétation rapide d’un énoncé et une gestion
adéquate du stress lors de prises de parole en francais.

registres.

Explication de la méthode d’évaluation

Présentation orale : L’étudiant.e fera une présentation de 10 minutes pendant laquelle il/elle
partagera une chanson ou un rap francophone, un clip d’un stand-up francophone ou un
TikTok/Reel créé par un.e francophone avec la classe. L’étudiant.e partagera le texte du
document sonore et soulignera 3-5éléments intéressants (vocabulaire, syntaxe, prosodie,
registre, sociolinguistique, etc.)
*Please note that this assessment is central to the learning objectives for this course. Accordingly,
students seeking academic accommodation for this assessment will be required to provide formal
supporting documentation. Students who are granted academic consideration will be provide with
the opportunity to complete their presentation during the next class.

Tests : Les tests inscrits au programme servent de contrble de lecture du roman Art et décés. Le
test se composera de questions a réponse courte. Durée : 1 h en classe

Lexique : L’étudiant.e devrait répertorier un terme issu du langage courant par texte présenté
par ses collegues lors de leurs présentations orales. Il/elle présentera la définition en francais



standard du terme ainsi qu’un synonyme et un antonyme. Il sera donc nécessaire d’assister aux
présentations des collegues pour bien compléter ce devoir.

Journal de bord : A la fin de chaque atelier, la professeure présentera une piste de réflexion.
L’étudiant.e devrait revenir sur son expérience de lecture publique et réfléchir sur la question
posée par la professeure dans une réponse de 250 mots (environ). Un journal de bord est un « log
book », c’est-a-dire un compte rendu des événements qui permettra a 'étudiant.e de tracer son
parcours et mesurer son progres.

Enregistrement et analyse finals : A la fin du semestre, ’étudiant.e réalisera un enregistrement
d’un texte authentique francophone qu’il/elle choisira (5 minutes maximum). En prévision de
Uenregistrement, Uétudiant.e préparera un court résumé du texte, dressera une liste des
mots/expressions difficiles et les stratégies employées pour bien interpréter le texte.

Présences et participation active : Cette note se basera sur U'assiduité, la préparation, la
participation et le respect de 'étiquette de classe de 'étudiant.e (il est interdit de dormir, de
regarder des films, de texter, ou de déranger la classe. Priere de ranger vos portables avant le
début du cours). Les retards prolongés ou les départs avant la fin de la classe seront notés
comme des absences. Chaque absence vaut une perte d’un point sur les 10 points possibles.

L'université Western se situe sur les terres traditionnelles des peuples anishnaabek, haudenosaunee, linaapéewak et
chonnonton. Ces territoires s’inscrivent dans le traité de London Township de 1796, le traité de Sombra de 1796 ainsi
que dans le traité du «Bol a une seule cuillére».
