SEQUENCE OF TASK POTENTIAL HAZARDS ACTION OR PROCEDURE

Place tray on a stationary flat surface Trays may fall Use stationary/flat surface

Load tray with meals on plates ensuring plates are flat on tray Plates may shift/drop Ensure plates are flat on tray

Lift tray by bending at the knees

Place hand flat on bottom centre of the tray

Place other hand on the front edge of tray to steady Ensure proper weight is maintained

Walk to serving area, bend knees to place on tray jack Strain Use proper lifting/bending techniques

Strain/drops/cuts
