Place caution sign over area with broken glass

Never pick up broken glass with hands Cut hands/fingers Use broom and dust pan, not hands

Use broom and dust pan to sweep broken glass into dust pan Cut hands/fingers Use broom and dust pan, not hands

Empty dust pan into designated broken glass container Cut hands/fingers Use proper designated container
