Course Content and Aims

Welcome to Japanese 1036, the Japanese for Beginners!
When learning a new language, it is important for the students to know it requires their diligence and
commitment on a DAILY basis. Please note that this course is designed for students with no/little
previous knowledge of Japanese. Therefore, if you have already taken any prior Japanese courses,
please consult the course instructor.

The aims of this course are:

e to build the acquisition of basic Japanese-language ability by developing the grammatical accuracy,
comprehension and communicative ability in the four basic language skills (listening, speaking,
reading, and writing) in Japanese

e to encourage awareness and enhance general knowledge of Japanese culture raised both in and
outside the context of language learning

Learning Outcomes

Upon successful completion of the course, students demonstrate acquisitions and skills in the following
areas:

e exchange simple conversations in real-life situations (expressing their background, schedule,
preferences, appearance, personality, hearsay, etc.) using basic grammar patterns

e convey simple questions, invitations, offers, requests and the responses respectively

e comprehend authentic texts (a personal diary, postcards and letters, questionnaires, advertisements,
and uncomplicated instructions, etc.)

e write a diary, a short essay about themselves, a postcard/letter, and a short story from the provided
topics with appropriate usage of the syllabic hiragana, katakana, and kanji

e appropriate usage of the basic casual and polite forms, use of particles, conjugation rules of nouns,
verbs and adjectives in the tense (present/past) and the aspect (affirmative/negative).

e carry out communication with cultural appropriateness by taking into account factors such as the
proper time, place and occasions

Quiz,/ Oral Presentation

There will be vocabulary, grammar and kanji (Chinese characters) mini quizzes every chapter and five
Chapter Tests. Also, you will prepare for two oral interviews based on the provided topics and the list of
sample questions. The detailed instructions will be provided in advance. There will be no make-up quizzes,
tests or oral interviews in this course.
