3. Course Syllabus, Schedule, Delivery Mode

Course Description

Persian 1030-1035 is an elementary course for students who have never studied Persian or
do not have the prerequisite knowledge for Intermediate Persian. The course is designed to
enable students to learn the basic vocabulary and grammatical structures of written and oral
Persian in order for them to communicate with Persian speakers about everyday matters.
This course first introduces the Persian alphabet and then proceeds to using the language for
communication. The four language skills (listening, speaking, reading, and writing) are
incorporated into the course. The students will also get familiar with Persian culture and
pieces of Persian literature. They will be involved in doing projects on these.
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Learning Outcomes / Course Objectives

At the end of the course, the students will:

1.

Have mastered the Persian alphabet and sound system, be able to recognize and
pronounce correctly all Persian sounds, and write accurately from dictation.

Be able to initiate social interactions, ask for basic information, and be aware of
basic cultural aspects of social interaction in Persian.

Be able to talk about themselves, their education, and their families with native
speakers of Persian.

Comprehend simple print texts on familiar topics.

Comprehend simple audio/video texts on familiar topics.

Be able to compose simple paragraphs about him/herself and his/her family and
friends.

Know about the difference between written and spoken Persian, recognize both
registers, and be able to use basic expressions.

Be familiar with simple pieces of Persian literature as well as Persian art and culture.

Course Schedule

Please come prepared to class and check the OWL website often to complete the work
assigned. The deadline for each session’s assignment submission is always the time the class
starts.

All we do during the two semesters:

Final exam and mid-term: There are 2 in-class tests in the course of the year (one is

regarded as the mid-term and the other is the final exam)
Formal compositions: There are 2 compositions. (One for each semester)

Formal quizzes: There are 4 in-class quizzes in the course of the year (two for each
semester)

Oral presentation: There will be 1 oral presentation in the second semester. This is a
group presentation (groups of two or three). The members of each group will work
together during the year, and a sense of cooperation and responsibility is essential.
The oral presentation must include the vocabulary and the grammar learned in class.
They should be clear enough for the class to understand. Each presentation will be at
least 20 minutes.

Daily homework: must be completed on time.

Please Note: The testing materials and evaluation of presentations and other assignments
and tests for heritage speakers might be different from non-heritage speakers. When doing
compositions and presentations, group meetings for practice and setup might be needed a
couple of times outside the classroom.

Course-specific policies/conditions

Class Management:

Students are expected to come to class regularly, and attendance will be strictly monitored. Points
are not given for mere attendance but for your participation and for showing progress. All
absences will affect the participation grade; students with more than 4 absences per semester
will get 0 on the participation grade. Because attendance is so important in language courses,
any student who, in the opinion of the course instructor, is absent too frequently from class
periods in any course, will be reported to the Dean (after due warning has been given). On the
recommendation of the Department concerned, and with the permission of the Dean, the student
will be debarred from taking the regular examination in the course (see Western University
Academic Calendar).

Participation and Engagement:

Active participation in class in the different activities and group discussions, focus on the work in
hand, in-class progress, awareness of mistakes and self-correction, self-discipline (daily
preparation of assigned work, written work handed in on time, etc.) will account for the
participation grade. Students are advised to keep up with the work day by day in order to make
progress. It is very difficult to catch up in a language class if you fall behind. There will be a great
deal of group work. Lack of focus on the objectives of the activity will severely affect your mark.

6. Student Absences

Since there are no make-up assessments in this course, if you are unable to meet a course
requirement due to illness or other serious circumstances, please follow the procedures
below.

Assessments worth less than 10% of the overall course grade:

For work worth less than 10% of the total course grade, the percentage of the assessment
missed will be added to the next assessment percentage of that type. If there are no more
assessments of the same type, the percentage will be added to the Final Exam.



Assessments worth 10% or more of the overall course grade:

For work worth 10% or more of the final course grade, you must provide valid medical or
supporting documentation to the Academic Counselling Office of your Faculty of
Registration as soon as possible.
