4. Course Description and Design

Antirequisite: Grade 12U Spanish

Using traditional and communicative practices (songs, videos, films, games) this course
prepares students to interact in a daily life context and provides the foundation for continued
studies in Spanish. Intended for students with little or no knowledge of Spanish.

The course is designed to enable students to learn the basic vocabulary and grammatical
structures of written and oral Spanish in order to permit the learner to communicate with
Spanish speakers about everyday matters.

Spanish 1030 is a blended* (in person and virtual asynchronous) course which uses a
communicative and active learning approach, calling on you to participate actively in the
process of discovering the Spanish language.

Keeping handwritten notes will help
you learn more effectively than just reading or watching the videos. Handwriting when
learning a language is essential.

5. Connect with others. Try forming a study group and try meeting on a weekly basis for
study and peer support.

6. Do not be afraid to ask questions. If you are struggling with a topic, ask for help, contact
your instructor(s) and or the Spanish tutors(s).

7. Reward yourself for successes. It seems easier to motivate ourselves knowing that there

is something waiting for us at the end of the task.
