COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course examines the moral and institutional foundations of professional ethics and an array
of specific ethical issues that arise for professionals and the people they serve. Questions to be
considered include: What is a profession? What is professional ethics, and how is professional
ethics related to philosophical moral theories? What are the qualities of a good professional?
What special obligations do professionals have to their clients, to their professions, and to
society? May professionals refuse to provide services when doing so would violate their
personal moral convictions? What are the limits of confidentiality? How should the mistakes of
professionals be handled? How does being a professional affect the kind of person one
becomes?

COURSE OBJECTIVES

This course has three principal objectives:

1) To give students an understanding of the nature of a profession, what it means to be a
professional, and the conception of morality that is needed for professional ethics and
resolving the practical moral problems that arise in professions;

2) To improve students’ comprehension and critical reading skills; and

3) To enhance students’ capacities to develop and defend their own positions on issues and
to present them in clear, organized, well argued, and well written essays.

COURSE REQUIREMENTS

1. Two essays on assigned topics
Length: Maximum limit of 1500 words
Value: Each essay is worth 30% of the course mark



2. A final exam, scheduled by the Office of the Registrar

Value: Worth 40% of the course mark
