DESCRIPTION

A well-known philosopher identified the central questions of philosophy as: What can | know?
What must | do? What may | hope? In this course we will look at these questions as they arise in
connection with climate change, not with an aim to finding definitive answers to them, but with
the goal of developing skills to help us deal with these questions in the face of an ever-changing
climatic and political situation.

We are none of us experts in all aspects of climate change (not even climate scientists!). We must
to some extent rely on others in deciding what to believe about scientific matters, such as climate
change. This poses the problem of navigating the often bewildering web of information,
misinformation, and disinformation about climate change. We will discuss the nature of evidence
in science, and the ways that messages in the media get shaped by various forces in society.

Climate change also raises questions of what actions are to be taken. We will explore issues of
personal responsibility (should we focus on personal lifestyle choice”) and collective
responsibility.

There is a tendency in some presentations to talk as if it is too late for meaningful action. We will
face this sense impending doom, and raise the question: what kind of future is possible?

No background in climate science will be assumed; in the first weeks we will go over the basics
of contemporary climate science.

TEXTS
Assigned readings, available on Course OWL site.

OBJECTIVES

Students will be able to explain the basic conclusion of contemporary climate science, and the
nature of the evidence for those conclusions. They will be able to identify and employ strategies
for distinguishing reliable and unreliable information on the internet. They will be able to describe
the major approaches to thinking about the relation between individual and collective
responsibility. They will be able to describe, and critically evaluate, the major approaches to




mitigation of and adaptation to climate change.

METHOD OF EVALUATION
Two short written assignments; final project (details to be discussed in class); two tests.
