DESCRIPTION 

  In this seminar we will engage in a close reading of Kant’s second Critique. We will consider 
its context, both broadly and within Kant's developing moral philosophy, and its various doctrines, 
including the fact of reason, respect for the moral law as the sole moral incentive, the highest good, 
and the postulates of pure practical reason.

OBJECTIVES 

   Students completing this course successfully will (1) be intimately familiar with one of the 
most important texts in the history of ethics, (2) have demonstrated an ability to comprehend 
complex philosophical arguments and reflect critically upon them, and (3) be able to write 
concise argumentative papers exhibiting research competence.
