Short-listed candidates will be interviewed by a representative from WSIB, a member of
Science Graduate Studies and the Director of the MDA program or designate. Final selection of recipients
will be made by the Faculty of Science. At least one representative of the committee must hold
membership in the School of Graduate and Postdoctoral Studies.
