Explain the cash flow characteristics and terms relating to various options.

o Define and recognize the following terms relating to option classification: call and
put options, expiration date, strike price, moneyness, and option style.

o Calculatethe payoffandprofiton bothlongandshortpositionswithrespectto
both call and put options.

o Calculate the payoffs on exotic options: Asian (arithmetic and geometric), barrier,
compound, gap, andexchange.

o Calculate the payoffs on exotic options: lookback, chooser, shout, rainbow, and
forward start.

Apply option strategies in a risk management context.

o Recognize thatalong put can be used as an insurance strategy for along stock
positionandalongcallcanbeusedasaninsurancesstrategyforashortstock
position.

o Understand how the following option strategies can be used as tools to manage
financial risk or speculate on price or volatility: option spreads (bull, bear, ratio),
collar, straddle, strangle, and butterfly spread.

o Evaluate the payoff and profit of the option strategies described above.

Explain the general properties of options that affect option prices.

o Apply put-call parity to European options on stocks with no dividends, stocks with
continuousdividends, stocks withdiscrete dividends, currencies,andbonds.
o Compare options with respect to term-to-maturity and strike price.
