In the discussion, the following points were raised:

• There is ongoing discussion with respect to the enrolment cap. Increasing the size of the
entering class has implications at a number of levels given the first-year course and
residence guarantees and given the current focus on growing the graduate programs.
Discussions were begun with the deans last year and are continuing. There is interest in
some quarters for controlled growth in undergraduate enrolment. The goal is to find the
right balance that will maximize opportunities for funding from the province while
continuing to remain a high quality, highly competitive institution.

• The funds allocated to international student recruitment this year are admittedly modest.
They are intended as start-up funds for the Registrar’s Office at this point. An international
recruitment strategy is still being developed.

• The projected shortfall is planned and is for one-year. It is not a structural deficit. The
Board reserve requirements continue to be respected in this budget.
