
Degrees

The University of Western Ontario offers the following Honorary Degrees:

a. Doctor of Laws (LL.D.):  Awarded for outstanding scholarly achievement in a field
not covered by one of the other honorary degrees or for exceptional service to the
University or the community at large.  Because of its non-specificity, this is the most
frequently awarded honorary degree.

b. Doctor of Science (D.Sc.):  Awarded for outstanding academic achievement in the
pure and applied sciences, usually through research.

c. Doctor of Letters (D.Litt.):  Awarded for outstanding achievement in the humanities,
usually of a scholarly nature.

d. Doctor of Music (D.Mus.):  Awarded for outstanding achievement in music,
particularly in composition or performance.

e. Doctor of Civil Law (D.C.L.):  Awarded for outstanding achievement in
jurisprudence.

f. Doctor of Divinity (D.D.):  Awarded by Huron University College for outstanding
service to or scholarship in the religious community.
