S.04-148 University Convocation Ceremony in Hong Kong

It was moved by J. White, seconded by M. Wilson,

That, starting in September 2005, there be a University-wide Convocation Ceremony in
Hong Kong that involves, in addition to those who complete their Executive MBA degree
in Hong Kong, any undergraduate or graduate student who was eligible to graduate at the
prior Fall or Spring Convocation in London.  The latter group of students are required to
apply to participate in the Hong Kong ceremony and will receive either their degree diploma
(if not collected at the London ceremony) or a Certificate of Participation.   

Dr. Topic asked if this initiative includes students from the Affiliated University Colleges.  Dr.
Davenport stated that with the approval of the Principals, students from the Affiliated University
Colleges would be included in the University convocation ceremony in Hong Kong because they
receive UWO degrees.

“Western Scholars are encouraged to pursue Honors Bachelor degrees. Although there is no
requirement that Western Scholars take honors-level options, they are encouraged to select
challenging courses that meet their academic needs.”
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S.04-163 Academic Curriculum Changes:  SCAPA and DAP Process

Senate received for information the approved revised forms for academic curriculum changes,
outlined in Exhibit III, Appendix 1, and composed of:

• Deans'  Responsibility for Admissions, Scholarships, and Curriculum Changes (Not
Involving Changes to Academic Policy)

• How to Make Changes to Academic Policy, Programs and Courses
• Format for Submissions to SCAPA and Sample SCAPA Submission
• Format for Submissions to DAP and Sample DAP Submission
• Submission of Minor Course Changes to the Registrar’s Office

SCAPA has acknowledged that there is a need for improved consultation among units proposing new
programs/modules/courses.  Submissions to SCAPA and DAP will now require that the results of
consultation be appended with each proposal.  Consultation will usually take place at the level of the
Associate Dean or the Dean, whichever is a member of DAP.

Mr. Kucherepa asked for clarification of the statement: “‘Exceptional admissions’ are special cases
where the applicant does not, strictly speaking, meet published admission requirements, but requests
consideration on the basis of significant and relevant new information.”  Dean Timney stated that the
significant and relevant new information could be a case where the student does not meet the
minimum admission average set by the University but appeals for admission on the basis of
exceptional personal or academic circumstances.  Dr. Harris explained that the usual basis for
exception is an illness or death in the family or circumstances that prevent a student from completing
a program of studies successfully thus receiving a lower grade than anticipated.

Professor Carroll asked what are the issues and what are the changes to the SCAPA and DAP
process.  Dean Timney stated there is a need for improved consultation among units proposing
programs/modules/courses.  The changes attempt to make the community aware of whom they should
consult and that there should be a record of that consultation.  Formal consultation between two
departments must be reported to the Associate Dean who would include such information in the
submission to SCAPA. 

S.04-164 Editorial Revision to Course Numbering Policy

The last paragraph of the following policy will be removed.  The Richard Ivey School of Business
has determined that effective September 2004, all 300 and 400 level Business courses meet the
established definitions of “Hours of Instruction for Courses” outlined below and a special explanation
as to the number of contact minutes and sessions held by the School is no longer necessary.
 

HOURS OF INSTRUCTION FOR COURSES (S.1514, S.99-13, S.03-078b)
The following course prescriptions are established:
- A full course at the undergraduate level shall require a minimum of fifty-two (52) contact hours.
- A half course at the undergraduate level shall require a minimum of twenty-six (26) contact hours.
- A quarter course at the undergraduate level shall require a minimum of thirteen (13) contact hours.

[Paragraph to be deleted] For students enrolled in the Richard Ivey School of Business, a full
course shall require 40 sessions of 80 minutes each, a half course shall require 24-30 sessions of 80
minutes each, and a quarter course shall require 12 sessions of 80 minutes each.
