BUSINESS ARISING

Update on Discussion with the Robarts Research Institute
[Dean Pearson assumed the Chair]

Dr. Longstaffe reported that discussions continue between UWO and Robarts representatives
regarding the integration of Robarts Research Institute into the Western family. While financial
details continue to be worked out, it is anticipated that an agreement will be presented to Senate at
the April meeting.

REPORT OF THE PRESIDENT
[Dr. Davenport resumed the Chair]

The President reported on Western’s March Break Open House and the Graduate Student Mini
Conference. Overhead slides used to highlight his presentation are attached as Appendix 1 to these
minutes.

Review of the Faculty of Graduate Studies

Dr. Longstaffe recalled that Senate created an ad hoc committee in January to consult with the
Western community as part of the process of reviewing the Faculty of Graduate Studies (FGS).
According to the mandate, the review shall include an examination of the role and operations
currently provided by FGS, suggestions for alternate approaches, and consideration of the level of
academic leadership (e.g., Dean or Vice-Provost) best suited to the graduate education portfolio in
the future. He asked that comments be received by the committee before April 1 and noted that all
comments would be considered confidential.

REPORT OF THE OPERATIONS/AGENDA COMMITTEE [Exhibit I]

Revised Terms of Reference for the Subcommittee on Research Ethics Policy

It was moved by A. Pearson, seconded by C. Brown,

That the Subcommittee on Research Ethics Policy (SUREP) be renamed the University
Council on Research Ethics Involving Humans (UCRE) and its Terms of Reference and
Composition revised as shown in Exhibit I, Appendix 1, and,

That the Terms of Reference and Composition of the University Research Board (URB) be
revised as shown in Exhibit I, Appendix 2.

It was moved by Professor Dyer-Witheford, seconded by R. Coulter,

That the terms of reference be amended to include a fifth clause to say:
“Provide advice regarding the ethics review of research conducted for military
purposes.”

Professor Dyer-Witheford stated that the amendment arises out of discussions that have occurred on
campus around the issue of military research. The aim of the amendment is to suggest that the
Research Ethics Board’s mandate be broadened to consider the ethics of military research. He
expressed concern about research for countries that promote torture, invade other countries and
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commit human rights violations.

Dean Pearson stated that the proposed amendment to the terms of reference of UCRE may not be
appropriate because such research might not involve humans. The amendment might better be
directed to the terms of reference of the University Research Board. The Terms of Reference of the
University Research Board include “to review and recommend to Senate for approval, new or revised
research policies and procedures and to report regularly on its activities to Senate.” Dr. Hewitt
agreed with Dean Pearson’s view, that the amendment is not appropriate given that UCRE’s mandate
is to advise on policy related to the conduct of research involving human subjects.

Professor Dyer-Witheford asked when would it be procedurally appropriate for a discussion to occur
at Senate regarding the ethics of research for military purposes. Dr. Hewitt suggested that this matter
could be considered at an upcoming meeting of the University Research Board. Subsequently, the
URB could report to Senate on the deliberations. Given Dr. Hewitt’s agreement to bring this matter
to the attention of the University Research Board and subsequently to Senate, Professors Dyer-
Witheford and Coulter agreed to withdraw the amendment.

Professor Coulter remarked on two aspects of the membership of both URB and UCRE: first, that
both had a significant number of senior administrators as opposed to regular faculty among the
membership and second, that while all deans are members of UCRE, only 7 of the 12 deans are
members of URB. She asked whether there was a role for more faculty participation and why there
was the imbalance in decanal representation. Dr. Hewitt noted that the membership of the URB had
been revised and approved by Senate last year and the choice of deans was reflective of the level of
research activity within particular areas. With respect to the membership of UCRE, he noted that the
URB had, at his prompting, discussed the issue of the relative numbers of ex officio and elected
members and had increased the number of elected faculty members from that originally proposed.

Professor Coulter remarked that the Faculty of Education at Western, despite its small size relative
to other faculties of education in Canada, was one of the most research intensive in the country and
should be recognized as such by representation on the URB. Dr. Hewitt explained that there was no
intent to exclude any faculty from membership on the Board; there are six elected seats available.
The intent was to ensure representation from those faculties with the largest number of researchers.

The question on the main motion was called and CARRIED.

SENATE COMMITTEE ON ACADEMIC POLICY AND AWARDS [Exhibit 11]

Faculty of Graduate Studies: Master of Science in Foods and Nutrition (MScFEN)

It was moved by J. Tennant, seconded by T. Topic,
That, pending approval by the Ontario Council on Graduate Studies, Senate approve the
introduction of a new Master of Science in Foods and Nutrition (MScFN) program, to be
housed in Brescia University College, effective September 1, 2007.

Professor Coulter asked if, when these kinds of collaborative, interdisciplinary programs are
developed, consideration is given to the future of the students taking these programs. Currently some
graduates encounter difficulty finding jobs because Universities hire on the basis of the old
disciplines (for example appointments committees at Universities continue to look for a sociologist
and the applicant may not be a pure sociologist).

Dr. Davenport noted that in some cases, the graduates of interdisciplinary programs do not pursue
academic careers. Professor Voogt stated that in this particular program the discipline expertise is
preserved as there is a home department and the core program is not diluted. The collaborative
program is strengthened by mandating that faculty with particular expertise be on the comprehensive
committees. Other collaborative programs offer more breadth versus depth. Dr. Longstaffe said that
one of the strengths of an interdisciplinary program is having a real understanding of the market
being served. Through the program itself, students receive help with the development of their
dossiers, including explanatory notes that describe what they have achieved for the outside world.
He agreed that this issue would be discussed at the ad hoc Committee to Review the Faculty of
Graduate Studies.

It was moved by J. Tennant seconded by A. Clark,

That a limited enrolment concurrent degree program leading to completion of the
requirements for Dental Specialty certification in Oral and Maxillofacial Surgery, an MSc
in Pathology, and an MD degree, after six years of academic study, detailed in Exhibit I,
item 3, be introduced by the Schulich School of Medicine & Dentistry, the Faculty of
Graduate Studies and The University of Western Ontario affiliated Teaching Hospitals,
effective July 1, 2007.

Faculty of Social Science - Faculty Fellowship in Microeconomic Theory
[Distributed via e-mail prior to the Senate meeting]

Prior to considering the recommendation regarding the Faculty Fellowship in Microeconomic
Theory, Professor Bartlett announced that the second sentence in “Donor and Funding”, paragraph
3, should read: Once the endowment is secured, this successor Fellowship will continue to be used
to supplement the salary of a microeconomic theorist.
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It was moved by C. Brown, seconded by F. Angeletti,

That the Faculty Fellowship in Microeconomic Theory, detailed in Exhibit 111, distributed
electronically, be created in the Faculty of Social Science.

Professor Coulter asked how anonymous donors are vetted, whether the fellowship is a top-up to
salary or market supplement to a salary, and, if so, if it is reported as such. Mr. Garrard stated that
the Board of Governors approved the Gift Acceptance Policy that delegates authority to the Vice-
President (External) to vet all donors. Were there any conditions associated with the gift that called
into question the integrity of the donor it would be the responsibility of the VP(External) to take such
to the Board. In this case, the anonymous donor meets the full test of integrity. Dean Timney stated
that this fellowship is a market supplement. In competitive areas these fellowships are used to retain
or recruit exceptional faculty members. These funds are treated as stipends, consequently taxes are
paid but not benefits as funding is independent of the base salary. The Chair of UWOFA confirmed
that such stipends do attract union dues.

The question was called and CARRIED.

ENQUIRIES AND NEW BUSINESS

Ivory Tower Blues (by James Cété and Anton Allahar)

Professor Dyer-Witheford suggested that Professor Cété be invited to make a presentation to Senate
on his recent publication “lIvory Tower Blues.” This book deals with issues of student and faculty
disengagement from the teaching process, and the role of the university in career training. Dr.
Davenport suggested that such a presentation could be scheduled in the Fall.

It was moved by R. Coulter, seconded by N. Dyer-Witheford,

That the Operations/Agenda Committee consider inviting Professor Coté to make a
presentation to Senate regarding his recent publication “Ivory Tower Blues.”
