Family Day, 2008 [Exhibit distributed at the meeting]

An addendum to the SCAPA Report was received for information regarding the accommodation of
the new statutory holiday, Family Day, starting on Monday, February 18, 2008. Senate was informed
that for the 2008 Winter term, the number of teaching days would be reduced by one Monday to 62
days. Atits next meeting SCAPA will be discussing a long-range plan for accommodating the new
holiday in subsequent years, with a view to reporting back to Senate with its recommendations in
December.

UNIVERSITY RESEARCH BOARD [Exhibit 1V]

Annual Report of the Vice-President (Research and International Relations )

Senate received for information the annual report of the Vice-President (Research & International
Relations), detailed in Exhibit IV. Overhead slides used to highlight his presentation are contained
in Exhibit IV, Appendix 1.

Addressing a question about engaging undergraduate students in research, Dr. Hewitt noted that the
Office of Research Services maintains a website which students can access for information on how
to become involved in research, such as the NSERC student research awards.

Professor Abelson noted that the slide detailing publications provided an incomplete picture. There
are many departments in the social sciences where the priority for publishing is not journal articles,
but academic books. He asked if the V-Ps (Research) at the G13 universities might consider another
measurement that could be used to augment the data available. Dr. Hewitt replied that discussions
are ongoing about developing a data base that would provide not only journal publication data but
book publication data in order to compare universities and benchmark performance.
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Report on Military-Related Research Issue

Dr. Hewitt provided an update on the military-related research issue raised at the last Senate meeting.
Last spring, the University Research Board (URB) discussed issues associated with military -related
research at Western and had determined that, in the absence of national or other comprehensive
guidelines for addressing ethical issues associated with military-related research, any discussion
regarding the establishment of an ethical review body at Western for the express purpose of
reviewing projects with military implications was premature. The URB did report two specific
recommendations: that military-related research at Western continue to be undertaken in an open
context, where the subject matter and objectives of the research are known and that the Vice-
President (Research & International Relations) undertake to raise awareness of issues associated with
military research with his counterparts in Ontario and with the G13 group of universities. The Office
of the Vice-President (Research & International Relations) upholds the principle of openness. No
secret research is conducted at Western.

Dr. Hewitt reported that he has led discussions regarding the issue of military research at both the
provincial and national levels with his counterparts as requested. The discussions included practices
at other universities with regard to military-related research, whether institutions were planning to
institute some mechanism for review and whether or not there was a need to establish a set of national
guidelines with respect to the review of military research. The letters received from the Ontario
Vice-Presidents (Research) and the G-13 Vice-Presidents (Research) were circulated to Senate
(Exhibit IV, Appendix 2). The URB believes that its recommendations have now been fully carried
out but Dr. Hewitt stressed that in university settings debate and discussion on controversial issues
are welcome and that any member of the University community should feel free to continue to raise
these issues generally within the community or to forward a proposal to the URB for consideration.

Professor Dyer-Witheford asserted that the university has become part of the “assembly line” for the
U.S. military industrial complex by virtue of the military-related research being conducted. He
argued that the university would in effect be complicit should the US move against Iran. In response,
Dr. Hewitt stated that research done at Western is broad and complex and agreed that there could be
cases where the end use of the research may be controversial. However, he could not support
shutting down, limiting or prohibiting specific types of research because at some point in the future,
the results might be used for controversial purposes.

REPORT OF THE ACADEMIC COLLEAGUE ON THE 284™ MEETING OF THE
COUNCIL OF ONTARIO UNIVERSITIES

distributed at the meeting, was received for information. Several issues were discussed including:
updates on a range of COU issues, a report from the Ontario University Registrar’s Association, and
the Academic Colleagues’ working paper, “The Role of Academic Colleagues in the Council of
Ontario Universities”.
