Faculty of Social Science, Huron and King’s University Colleges: Major and Minor Modules
in Jewish Studies

It was moved by M. Milde, seconded by Z. Armstrong,
That effective September 1, 2008, a Major and a Minor in Jewish Studies, detailed in Exhibit
Il, item 1, be introduced in the Faculty of Social Science, Huron University College and
King’s University College.

Faculty of Health Sciences: Withdrawal of the Primary Health Care Nurse Practitioner
Certificate Program

It was moved by M. Milde, seconded by J. Weese,
That effective September 1, 2008, the Primary Health Care Nurse Practitioner Certificate
Program no longer be offered by Western’s School of Nursing and, that effective October
31, 2010, the Primary Health Care Nurse Practitioner Certificate Program be withdrawn by
the Faculty of Health Sciences.

Dean’s Honor List and Ivey Scholar Eligibility for HBA Students (S.05-89)

It was moved by M. Milde, seconded by R. Stainton,

That effective September 2007, eligibility for recognition on the Dean’s Honor List be
expanded from the current top 10% of the class to the top 25% of the class in the HBA
program.

Asked to explain the rationale for this recommendation, Professor Milde stated that the proposal
provides consistency in the determination of the Dean’s Honor List between the HBA and the MBA
programs. Professor Dunbar stated that maintaining a percentage, which is what occurs at many of
the competitor schools, creates a single system which is meaningful for employers.

Professor Coulter asked if the Ivey Student Code of Professional Conduct articulates with Western’s
Student Code of Conduct. Professor Dunbar advised that the Ivey Code of Conduct includes sections
of the UWO Code of Conduct in addition to items that are specific to Ivey. Dr. Harris added that
Western’s Student Code of Conduct would take precedence over the Ivey Student Code of
Professional Conduct.

The question was called and CARRIED

Policies Governing Athletic Financial Awards

It was moved by M. Milde, seconded by J. Weese,

That Senate approve the Policies Governing Athletic Financial Awards (AFA), attached as
Exhibit 11, Appendix 1.
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Asked why the commitment to equal dollar amounts for male and female athletes is deferred to 2009-
2010, Dean Weese explained that the OUA established a window for the institution of gender equity
recognizing that team development is in progress and to allow for the initiative to be phased in.
Western is committed to the allocation of equal dollar amounts to men’s and women’s athletic teams
in 2009-10.

An amendment, duly moved and seconded, to include “OUA” in the eligibility policy governing
athletic financial awards, was carried.

Responding to a question about the extra workload generated for the coaches given that the process
includes the submission of written recommendations/assessments, Dean Weese explained that the
forms the coaches are required to submit are not lengthy and since the coaches know their athletes,
the task is not expected to be unduly onerous. He added that the process will be monitored.

The question was called and CARRIED

Structure of the Academic Year

It was moved by M. Milde, seconded by K. Okruhlik,
That “Conference Week” be renamed “Reading Week” and that, starting in the 2008-2009
academic year, the Guidelines for the Structure of the Academic Year be revised to schedule
it to commence the third Monday in February.

Schulich School of Medicine & Dentistry — Doctor of Medicine (MD) Program

Senate was informed that:

1) The Schulich School of Medicine & Dentistry will expand the current MD program to
include a four-year MD program in Windsor offered in collaboration with the University of
Windsor, effective September 2008.

2) The Schulich School of Medicine & Dentistry will discontinue the Rural Summer
Studentship program, effective January 2008.
3) The Schulich School of Medicine & Dentistry will advertise research opportunities currently

available to MD students in the academic calendar, effective January 2008.

Senators raised questions regarding the entry on Selection Criteria for admission and asked that the
Chair of SCAPA investigate whether the academic marks referred to which will be used to formulate
the grade point average were to be “the last two undergraduate years” or “the best two undergraduate
years”.

REPORT OF THE SENATE COMMITTEE ON UNIVERSITY PLANNING [Exhibit 111]

Don Wright Faculty of Music — Proposed Departmental Merger

It was moved by M.A. Andrusyszyn, seconded by R. Wood,

That Senate approve the merger of the current Departments of Music History and Music
Theory and Composition and, that as a consequence, those departments should be disbanded,
and a single new department, to be named the Department of Music Research and
Composition, be formed, effective July 1, 2008, as detailed in Exhibit 111, item 1.

Asked whether or not, under the UWO Act, this merger requires Board approval, the Secretary
agreed to investigate.

The question was called and CARRIED.

departments does require Board approval and the recommendation will be taken to the January 24"
meeting of the Board.]

Graduate Enrolment Update

Dr. Longstaffe provided an update on graduate enrolment. Overhead slides used to highlight his
presentation are attached as Appendix 2.

Asked how Western compares to other universities in setting and achieving the government’s
graduate expansion allocations, Dr. Longstaffe stated that there are a number of universities that
received very small allocations and are over their targets. Western has done well in achieving its
graduate expansion allocation because it put forward goals based on internal university planning.
The government has informally given universities until this time next year to achieve their
allocations. Western’s position regarding unused system capacity is that it should be redistributed
to other universities that have exceeded their targets and not be directed to undergraduate enrolment.

With respect to the current shortfall situation regarding the PhD allocation, Dr. Longstaffe remarked
that Western would continue its recruitment efforts to ensure success. The increase in the number
of Masters students would have an impact as a number of them continue on to PhD programs.

Asked if the government might consider five years of funding for PhD students rather than the
current four years, Dr. Longstaffe stated that this issue has been put to the government for
consideration but he did not think it likely that there would be a change at this time. Dr. Weedon
explained that the government does fund institutions for five years for Masters students who transfer
to a doctoral programs.
