N. ASSOCIATE DEANS AND ASSOCIATE VICE-PROVOSTS 

1. Each Faculty Council shall determine the procedure for the selection of an 
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Associate Dean. In the School of Graduate and Postdoctoral Studies 
(SGPS), the procedure forselection ofan Associate Vice-Provost shall 
be detennlned by the Graduate Education Council. 

2. 	 The position of Associate Dean or Associate Vice-Provost requires the 
incumbent to devote more than half time to decanaVprovostial duties and 
to be involved in setting policy. and to have management responsibilities. 

3. 	 Associate Deans and Associate Vice-Provosts shall be appointed for a 
specified term. In general it is not anticipated that persons will serve in 
these pOSitions for long periods of time. 

4. 	 In the case of Associate Deans, the Dean shall undertake negotiations with 
prospective candidates. In the case of Associate Vice-Provosts in· 
SGPS, the Vice-Provost (Graduate and Postdoctoral Studies) shall 
undertake negotiations. 

5. 	 Initial appOintments and changes in title shall be reported to Senate by the 
Dean/Vice-Provost (Graduate & Postdoctoral Studies) through the 
Provost & Vice-President (Academic) and the President & Vice-Chancellor.

Notice of Motion re Senate Observership 

The following notice of motion was received at the June meeting of Senate. 

That the President of the University of Western Ontario Staff Association (UWOSA) or his/her 
designate be added as an offiCial observer on Senate. 

In accordance with Senate's Rules of Order, the motion was referred to the Operations/Agenda 
Committee as membership matters are within its terms of reference. 

A request to be added to the list of Senate Observers was received from the President of UWOSA 
and considered by the Operations/Agenda Committee last February. At that time, the Committee 
determined that the request should not be granted. A copy of the letter sent to the UWOSA President 
by the Chair of Ops/Agenda was attached as Exhibit I, Appendix 1. The rationale for the Committee's 
decision was that those who currently have Observer status represent groups or organizations whose 
members have roles and responsibilities directly linked to the primary role of Senate to oversee and 
develop academic policies, regulations and programs. There are many members of UWOSA whose 
work does involve them directly in the academic enterprise; there are also many members whose 
work is related to non-academic functions of the University. Further, UWOSA does not represent the 
full range of staff. If this request were to be granted, then representatives from other staff groups 
would also need to be added. 

The Committee's views on the matter remained unchanged since February and, therefore, it did not 
recommend the proposal to Senate for approval. 

Dr. Carmichael noted that Senate's rules provided that the matter could still be discussed by Senate 
if it was moved by the original presenter of the notice of motion and succeeded in getting a seconder.

School ofGraduate and Postdoctoral Studies: Proposed Graduate Program: American Studies 

It was moved by B. Timney, seconded by J. White, 

That Senate approve that, pending OCGS approval, a Master of Arts Program: American 
Studies (supported by the Departments of History and Political Science), detailed in Exhibit 
II, item1, be introduced by the School of Graduate and Postdoctoral Studies, effective 
September 1, 2010.

A member asked for confirmation that students in first year would be permitted to take the second 
year courses listed as required courses in the common first year of the program notwithstanding the 
general regulation that first year students not take upper year courses. Dr. Pratt stated that this would

be permitted. 

Asked why this is a program and not a module, Dean Timneyexplained that registration requirements 
for geoscientists parallel professional engineering requirements and are based on a four-year Earth 
Science program. The current specialization modules leave students about ten courses short of the 
knowledge requirements currently demanded for Professional Registration. 

The question was called and CARRIED. 

Faculty of Social Science and Continuing Studies: Withdrawal of the Diploma and Certificate 
in Labour Relations 

It was moved by B. Timney, seconded by T. Jarmain, 

That effective September 1, 2009, admission to the Diploma and Certificate in Labour 
Relations be discontinued by Continuing Studies, and 

That students enrolled in the diploma or certificate programs prior to September 1,2009 be

Responding to concerns about the revision to the admission process for Media, Information and 
Technoculture (MIT), Dean Carmichael stated that the MIT program has undergone rapid expansion 
over 11 years of operation which has resulted in intense competition for the 180 spots in MIT's 
second-year. The revisions make the criteria for admission exact and transparent and will aid in 
relieving anxiety and uncertainty on the part of potential applicants. Setting aside a small number of 
spaces to allow students from otherfaculties admission to MIT re-instates past policy. The revisions 
will also ensure that at least a small number of students from other faculties can gain admission to 
the program.

ENQUIRIES AND NEW BUSINESS 

Recruitment Sessions/Career Services at Western 

Mr. van Gaalen's question regarding recruitment sessions at Western was distributed at the meeting. 

Mr. van Gaalen asked why the invitation to recent recruitment sessions at Ivey was not expanded to 
include the general Western business studies community. Dean Stephenson. Richard Ivey School 
of Business. explained that the recruitment firms make particular requests about who they want to 
meet during a visit. Dr. Timney, Dean of the Faculty of Social Science concurred with Dean 
Stephenson but noted that joint sessions have been held with students enrolled in the BMOS and 
HBA programs. The HBA and BMOS programs are different and thus attract different recruiters. Dr. 
Doerksen said that the recruitment sessions are driven by the priorities and objectives of the 
participating firms. 

Mr. van Gaalen noted that he, in fact, lauded Ivey for their efforts in introducing recruiters to their 
students. He thought this was a better use of University resources than the focus on things such as 
resume writing and interview skills that were the key components of the Career Centre's mandate. 
More needed to be done, in his view to assist students with finding real. discipline-related jobs after 
graduation. 

Responding to Mr. van Gaalen's concerns about the mandate and finances of Career Services at 
Western, Dr. Doerksen agreed that the unit would welcome additional funding to cope with the 
increasing number of students and firms who use the service. 8,000 plus students attended 
programs hosted by Career Services, annually. However, he believed that the focus on career 
development and providing tools to assist in securing jobs throughout a person's lifetime is sound and 
provides a longer term impact on a student's future; Career Services is not a job placement agency. 
Dr. Sims, a member of the advisory panel for Career Services, said that the small staff is doing a 
great job given the limited resources. That did not mean that there was nothing to learn from other 
successful recruiting session models, such as those associated with Ivey. 

Remembrance Day Policy 

Mr. van Gaalen's question regarding Western's Remembrance Day Policy was distributed at the 
meeting. Dr. Doerksen advised that prior to Remembrance Day, a campus-wide communication 
will be distributed to reiterate Western's Remembrance Day Policy that in addition to the regular 
services, a minute of silence will be observed at 11 :00 a.m. throughout the University. 

Notice of Motion regarding Remembrance Day 

A notice of motion regarding the observance of Remembrance Day was distributed at the meeting. 
The Chair of SCAPA agreed to take the notice of motion to SCAPA for consideration. He also agreed 
to inform SCAPA that the current Remembrance Day policy should be revised to reflect the fact that 
two minutes of silence, rather than one minute, is the proper observance.

Background: 

A. One-Year MBA Program: Spring 2010 - 2011 

The MBA Program was revised in 2006 to a one-year format with a Cross-Enterprise Leadership strategy. 
It was decided at that time to conduct a review of the program after three years. An MBA Task Force, 
composed of Advisory Board members, was given the mandate to provide feedback and direction to the MBA 
program. As a result of the review, the following recommendations were made: 

Maintain 12-month program length 
Improve program "pacing" 
• 	 Provide periodic breaks and downtime 
• 	 Ramp down course work during heavy employment recruiting period 
• 	 Provide greater "soak time" by extending core and elective periods 

Reduce multi-class student absences by a more distributed core 
Integrate Ivey Consulting Project Ilvey New Venture Project into program 
Enhance student learning by improved course sequencing 
Align course credits with number of sessions and evaluation 
Retain and enhance Cross Enterprise Learning 

• 	 Incorporate key career management and recruiting activities 
• 	 Prepare students for job interviews 

• 	 Deliver more core course material prior to recruiting season

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B. Accelerated MBA Program 2010-2011 

The Accelerated MBA program, an eight-month program, is available only to select graduates of Ivey's Honors 
Business Administration (HBA) program, who entered the program with strong academic and leadership 
backgrounds, and have developed their skills further through several years of full-time work experience - the 
same standards set in place for those students in the full twelve-month MBA program. 

Students in the Accelerated MBA program are exempt from completing the core curriculum of the full twelve­
month MBA program that would consist of segments in areas of Finance, Accounting, Strategy, IT, Marketing 
and Operations. Their program consists of a variety of career-focused elective sets throughout the eight 
months, a module that focuses on the global environment of business, another module focused on Cross 
Enterprise Leadership dedicated to students of this program including an Ivey Consulting Project and a 
Research Project.

3. Notice of Motion - Remembrance Day 

Following the September Senate meeting, a Notice of Motion regarding the suspension of classes, exams and 
evaluations on November 11th (Remembrance Day) each year from 10:30-11:20 was forwarded to SCAPA 
as a matter of course since SCAPA is responsible for consideration of matters affecting the academic 
calendar.

4. New Scholarships and Awards 

SCAPA has approved on behalf of the Senate the following Terms of Reference for new scholarships and 
awards, for recommendation to the Board of Governors through the President & Vice-Chancellor: 

Bill Teng Hong Kong Scholarship (Any Undergraduate Faculty) 
Awarded to an international student who is a permanent resident of Hong Kong and is entering the first year 
of any full-time undergraduate degree program (with the exception of the Richard Ivey School of Business) 
at Western, based on academic achievement (minimum 80% average). Students are eligible if they have 
completed their secondary schooling in Canada or elsewhere (e.g., not just graduating from a Hong Kong 
school). No application is required as Western will be offering the scholarship to students based on their final 
admission average. This scholarship will continue for up to four years, provided that the recipient enters a four­
year degree program in second year and maintains a full course load with a minimum 80% average. If a 
recipient does not qualify to continue receiving the scholarship, a new recipient will be selected from the same 
year. Only one student may hold this scholarship at one time. This scholarship is made possible by Bill Teng 
(BA Economics '79) affiliated with the UWO Alumni Association Hong Kong Branch through Foundation 
Western.

Chorley & Bisset Ltd. Consulting Engineers Engineering Award (Faculty of Engineering) 
Awarded annually to a full-time student in second or third year of engineering, alternating between the 
Mechanical and Materials Engineering program and the Electrical and Computer Engineering program. The 
recipient must have a minimum 75% average, demonstrated financial need, and show participation in 
extracurricular activities. A one-page statement outlining extracurricular activities will be required for 
submission by September 30 to the Undergraduate Student Office in the Faculty of Engineering. The 
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Scholarship and Awards Committee within the Faculty of Engineering will select the recipient once the 
Registrar's Office has assessed financial need. This award was established by Chorley & Bisset Ltd. 
Consulting Engineers. 

Value: 1 at $1,000 
Effective: 2009-2010 academic year (During "even" years, a student in Mechanical and Materials Engineering 
will receive the award, and during "odd" years, a student in Electrical and Computer Engineering will receive 
the award.) 

Richard C. Seewald Entrance Scholarship in Audiology (School of Graduate and Postdoctoral Studies, 
Communication Sciences and Disorders) 
Awarded annually to a full-time student entering the first year of the audiology program in the School of 
Communication Sciences and Disorders who demonstrates both a strong professional commitment and 
academic excellence. Preference will be given to a student who demonstrates all-around academic 
excellence and exceptional potential relating to the practice of clinical audiology. The recipient will be selected 
by the Awards Subcommittee within the Graduate Program Committee in the School of Communication 
Sciences and Disorders. This scholarship was established by an anonymous donor and by friends and 
colleagues of Dr. Richard C. Seewald, a leading international expert in pediatric audiology, particularly 
children's hearing amplification fitting.
