Course Description:

9522B/9622B Studio Elective: On The Purposeful Imagination & A Book of Houts

A course exploring the work of the imagination in artistic expression and through addressing a series of
pressing questions about the imagination’s role in contemporary critique and change. In the modern Western
art tradition, conventionally centring on or emanating from the practices of the Avant-garde, imagination was
the driver of projects (i.e., Dada, Surrealism etc.) that sought to unmake the strictures of academic art and its
progeny. Postmodern discourses and connected conversations later fostered the breadths of feminist critique,
post/decolonial theory, and other critical trajectoties, harnessing the imagination in the direction of more
explicit goals. Nonetheless, the necessary and more globally engaged discussions of the twenty-first century
not only point towards the Euro-centrism of certain conceptions of the artistic imagination, but also highlight
the limitations of the philosophical traditions upon which the values of a7 are often founded. Tracing the
intellectual and cultural lineages that underpin such operative queries as: “Whose imagination?”” and
“Imagining what?”’, we will establish a context within which to examine, observe, play, and experiment in
relation to recent art projects and exhibitions. Case-studies and artists’ & curators’ practices will be engaged to
develop a field of experience and inquiry that will ultimately inform our own imaginative projects in materials
(i.e., bookworks/ a group publication) and writing. This course will be less invested in analyzing the
theoretical efficacy of the work of the imagination than in harnessing it as a tool to play, probe, and think the
world — with an ‘as if” mind committed to the as yet unimagined.

Learning Outcomes:
This course is designed to assist you in:

e ogaining knowledge about artistic and visual cultural production within a series of diverse theoretical and
expressive contexts.
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e  Understanding the issues and debates pertaining to the study of art and visual culture, particularly regarding the
imagination, aesthetics, and engaged production in visual art

e  developing the ability to communicate orally and in writing the knowledge you have acquired about art and
visual culture.

e developing the ability to develop creative projects based on the knowledge you have acquired about art and
visual culture regarding imaginative praxis.

Artwork Removal:

Academic Sanctions:
