Course	DescripKon		
This	course	explores	wri/ng	short	film	screenplays	via	lectures	and	prac/cal	workshops.	
Students	will	learn	the	fundamentals	of	storytelling	in	the	film	medium	and	how	short	films	
differen/ate	from	feature-length	movies.	Students	will	be	guided	on	how	to	use	
screenwri/ng	so@ware	to	write	short	films	between	five	and	ten	minutes	in	length,	while	
also	learning	how	to	orally	pitch	film	ideas,	outline	and	dra@	scripts	and	incorporate	
feedback	into	revisions.	Assignments	and	weekly	lectures	will	discuss	structure,	plot	and	
genre;	characters	and	dialogue;	the	anatomy	of	scenes;	and	conflict	and	point	of	view.

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full	weeks	of	class),	your	final	grade	will	be	reduced	by	10%	(e.g.	an	earned	final	
grade	of	80%	will	be	reported	as	a	final	grade	of	72).	

• If	you	miss	a	total	of	more	than	nine	hours	of	class	mee/ngs	(the	equivalent	of	more	
than	three	weeks	of	class	mee/ngs)	your	final	grade	will	be	reduced	by	15%	(e.g.	an	
earned	final	grade	of	80%	will	be	reported	as	a	final	grade	of	68).	

This	policy	will	be	waived	only	for	medical	or	compassionate	reasons.	If	you	have	good	
reasons	for	waiving	an	absence	of	one	class	mee/ng	(e.g.	if	you’ve	missed	three	hours,	and	
need	or	want	to	miss	another	class	mee/ng)	discuss	these	reasons	with	your	instructor	
within	one	week	of	that	absence.	If	your	absence	is	extended	and	prolonged	(over	one	week	
of	con/nuous	non-aVendance),	then	you	should	discuss	it	with	your	academic	advisor	in	
your	home	faculty,	who	may	require	documenta/on.	

Attendance also extends to tardiness. If	you	are	more	than	20	minutes	late,	you	will	be	
penalized	an	hour	of	aVendance.	 Please	make	every	effort	to	be	on	/me	as	late	entry	can	
disrupt	the	flow	of	discussion	in	our	class.	Early	departures	from	class,	which	have	not	been	
previously	arranged	with	the	instructor,	will	also	be	counted	as	an	absence.	If	you	leave	
during	the	break,	you	will	be	docked	an	hour	of	attendance.
